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Local infrastructure development of Ukraine
rural territories under the conditions of war and

It has been established that the term “infrastruc-
tural development of rural territories” has two mean-
ings: first, expansion, includes the development of
industrial, transport, social and other infrastructure;
the other, Galuzevian, focuses on the development
of transport, the most important - road transport in-
frastructure, and the more problematic aspect - mo-
tor roads of local importance and rural routes. It has
been noted that the role of rural roads is extremely
rich, and especially unique in ensuring accessibility
to remote and small villages and productive agricul-
tural lands, which will ensure the formation of basic
commodity for cereals, corn and other products. The
main problems associated with rural roads (or techno-
logical roads) have been identified: the low density of
roads, the incompleteness of the formation of the road
surface with hard surfaces, the lack of maintenance of
the road surface and bridge crossings for the passage
of high-volume transport vehicles, low strength and
poor transport and operational conditions, the pres-
ence of an effective system for the formation of local
road funds for the repair and operational deterioration
of technological dear and in. The inheritance of the
internal roads of their rulers revealed the significant

risks of local highways functioning while their cha-
otic ruination (increasing potholes, potholes, repeat-
ed ruination of adjacent sections of the road surface)
without prospects for basic renovation.

Installed, more than since 2018. in the regions, the
formation of a material and technical base has begun
for the implementation of a work financial system with
everyday life, reconstruction, repair and operational
maintenance of roads of local importance, and 2020s
pp. - systems for repairing local roads and streets of
populated areas based on joint financing with terri-
torial communities. This transfers a huge amount of
funds from the State Road Fund and communities,
which allows for the repair of the first few roads, since
2023. rob including local organs of power. The latest
research showed that in these communities of the Pol-
tava region, where the greatest costs were generated
for the needs of road surface renovation (that is, half
or more of the river consumption for the morning and
developments of local roads), repair work was carried
out according to schedule and in full swing, and in case
of underfunding, either continued or was postponed to
a later date. For the most important problems in the
repair and maintenance of ancient roads of local im-
portance, the State Road Fund, the Poltava Regional
Budget, the budgets of the community and the private
enterprises operating on their territories incurred costs.

The prospects for the direct implementation of
the program for the strengthening and development
of urban importance highways in the Poltava region
for 2024-2028 have been assessed, including: con-
tinuous repairs and their operation morning; new
everyday life of motor roads of cultural significance
of local importance; reconstruction and their major
repairs. The implementation of the assigned program
is based on a long-term plan and funding that is strict-
ly based on the assignments and inputs for the op-
erational improvement and updating of the highway
road network. of municipal importance and bridges
on them for the cost of the State budget, the regional
budget, the budgets of rural, rural, municipal commu-
nities and other districts.

and environmental services. Circular production is
shown to provide a practical and flexible approach
to achieving concrete, measurable progress across
all its economic and environmental principles, while
fully taking into account the social consequences of
greening the dynamics of economic growth in food
production. Strategies for circular production of the
food system aim to ensure that natural assets can ful-
ly realize their economic potential in a sustainable
manner. This potential includes the provision of vi-
tal life-support services — quality food, clean air and
water, and sustainable biodiversity — necessary to
support food production and human health. Natural
assets cannot be replaced indefinitely, so policies
for circular production in the food system must take
this into account. It is characterized that circular pro-
duction of the food system provides a practical and

flexible approach to achieving concrete, measurable
progress across all its economic and environmental
principles, while fully taking into account the social
consequences of circular production of the dynamics
of economic growth in the production of quality food
products.

The practical content is determined by the fact
that theoretical and methodological provisions, con-
clusions and scientific and practical recommendations
constitute the scientific basis for the development of
a new holistic concept of the development of cyclical
production in the food system of Ukraine. The con-
clusions that cyclical production in the food system
itself can become a source of its development, there-
fore, the prospects for creating cyclical production in
Ukraine become necessary and quite achievable.

Experience in the formation of agri-food
chains in leading countries of the world and
directions of its use in domestic practice

Varchenko O.

The article highlights the experience of formation
agri-food chains in leading countries of the world and
substantiates the directions of its use in domestic
practice. The factors that influence the formation
and functioning of agricultural supply chains are
systematized, namely: organizational; regulatory;
scientific and methodological. The participants of
the agri-food chain are identified and the factors that

determine their characteristics are taken into account,
the consideration of which ensures the adoption of
informed management decisions. The importance of
information development and communication links
between supply chain participants are emphasized,
which ensures their efficiency and sustainability.

In general, global agricultural supply networks
operate on the basis of creating vertical marketing
systems using basic logistics, which achieve a
significant reduction in transportation costs, storage
costs, unloading and loading, as well as increase the
turnover of material resources and reduce inventories.
It is argued that the elements of the distribution
infrastructure play an important role in the stable
functioning of the agricultural supply chain, which
is confirmed by the experience of foreign countries
where the corresponding departmental state structures
or institutes have been created.

The experience of the world's leading countries in
the formation of agri-food supply chains is highlighted
and the following features are emphasized: the
creation of relevant state institutions; the creation
of integrated associations that provide a wide range
of logistics functions; the development of logistics
centers, PL operators; the functioning of information
and advisory services; the use of scientifically based
logistics principles as the basis for the formation and
functioning of agri-food supply chains.

Foreign experience is systematized regarding the
features of the creation and functioning of PL operators,
logistics centers, warehouse facilities, transport organi-
zations and their functions are analyzed. It is concluded
that in the conditions of the country's recovery, it will
be necessary to include in the developed strategic pro-
grams the restoration of capacities for the production
of agricultural products, food and distribution infra-
structure by increasing their investment attractiveness
for domestic and foreign investors. The directions of
distribution infrastructure development as an import-
ant participant in agri-food chains in domestic practice
according to European practice are substantiated. The
need to maintain the principles of sustainable develop-
ment at all levels of the agricultural supply chain as
mandatory conditions for ensuring their competitive-
ness and sustainability is proven.

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Human Resources Management Practices (HRM) is recognized as
being essential to the success of Small and Medium Scale Enterprises
(SMEs). The objectives of this research was to examine the effect of
human resource management practices on SMEs growth in Ogun State
and also to determine the adoption of human resource management
practices on performance of SMEs. The primary data was gathered
using structured questionnaire. The survey method was used and a
cross-sectional design was adopted. Selected SMEs in the two local
government area of Abeokuta (Abeokuta South LGA), and (Abeokuta
North LGA) were object of the study. The data was analyzed using
statistical package for the social sciences, (SPSS). It also made use of
analysis of variance (ANOVA), Simple linear regression analysis was
used to test hypotheses one and correlation analysis was employed
to test hypothesis two. The study indicatesthat Human resources
management practices is a significant predictor of SMEs in Ogun
state and there is a significant effect between Adoption of HRM
practices and SMEs performance in Abeokuta, Ogun state. The study
recommended that Organization need to have an effective recruitment
policy to promote scientific selection of prospective employees. The
departments should participate in selection process as they have
different preferences in the candidates. Candidates need to be selected
based on requisite skills knowledge, attitude and qualification using
appropriate selection techniques.

Problem statement and analysis of recent
research. The practice of human resource
management does occur in a setting with just one
person. The practice starts at the household level,
when members of the home take on a variety of
tasks and responsibilities in order to accomplish
the goals of the household. Unquestionably,
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the specialization of cooperative household
members depends on their views, doctrines,
and aspirations that are ingrained in the larger
world, whether it be a civilization, a tribe, or
a religion (Bailey, 2017). Frye (2016) argued
that human capital has long been held to be a
critical resource in most firms. Companies
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are now trying to add value with their human
resources and human resource (HR) department
has been set up in order to manage their human
capital, whereas organization in last decade,
managed their human capital through personnel
department which is only a small division of the
company.

Effective and efficient production of goods
and services has persisted as one of the most vi-
able and reliable strategies for the development,
growth, and survival of any economy, and small
and medium-sized businesses have been acknowl-
edged as a driver, engine, and panacea of eco-
nomic growth and development and, in fact, as a
major factor by extension in promoting the reali-
zation of placing Nigeria as one of the world's top
economies.SMEs have been recognized as a key
component of economic growth and development
in any country, whether they are developed or
emerging (Armstrong, 2016). This is why SMEs
occupy place of pride in virtually every country
or state. SMEs are seen to represent an engine of
growth and catalyst of socio-economic transfor-
mation in any country as they represent a verita-
ble vehicle for the achievement of national eco-
nomic objectives of employment generation and
poverty reduction at low investment cost as well
as the development of entrepreneurial capabilities
including indigenous technology (Author, 2018).
Thus, such enterprises as SMEs require HRM to
gain competitive advantage in today’s rapidly
changing competitive business environment.

Due to factors like globalization, accelera-
ted environmental change, shifting investor and
customer demands, and competitiveness to offer
cutting-edge goods and services, the current busi-
ness environment is changing quickly. Businesses
must constantly increase their competitiveness by
lowering prices, raising quality, and distinguish-
ing their goods and services in order to compete
successfully in the market. The ability to keep up
enviable competitiveness depends on employee
productivity. People are the most valuable re-
source of firms. In order to be more competitive,
businesses have had to embrace and grow the val-
ue of their human resources operations in order
to overcome the shortcomings associated with
SMEs failing. This topic has been answered in
nations with mature economies as well as those
with developing ones, like the United States, Ja-
pan, and Taiwan, where SMEs are recognized for
consistently using the services of strategic human
resource management to achieve a variety of per-
formance goals (Brewster, 2020).

It is clear in today's firms that managers
place a greater emphasis on output rather than
developing and training their staff to be more

productive and satisfied (Hill, 2018). With this
advancement in the field, employees who lack
sufficient training in the growing competitive
landscape would be rendered obsolete, with their
old knowledge and skills becoming obsolete
(Lee, 2017; Demings, 2017). Obsolete skills and
knowledge must be refreshed through appropriate
training and development. Employers' primary
priority is to motivate employees to devote their
all to the achievement of company goals.

The aim of the study. There is little research
on how HRM affects the performance of SMEs,
which is the primary engine of economic growth
and development. Kaplan (2018) asserts that
despite the fact that HRM is recognized as being
essential to the success of both small and large
enterprises, the majority of study in the literature
has focused primarily on large businesses. There
is a huge need for empirical research on the
relationship between HRM practices and small
firms because the field of research on HRM and
SME:s is still developing and very fragmented.

Training though accepted as a vital part of
any administrative functions is still carried out
in an ad-hoc way which wastes a considerable
proportion of money without identifying the need
for such exercise. Many companies do not regard
Human resources development as a professional
activity and in many cases training officers are
employees sent to colleges without any serious
thought being given to the real training needs of
a company. (Pitfield, 2016).

Monday (2018) sums up how training
and development influences organization
performance by arguing that developing human
capital through continuing training may increase
the productive output from each employee either
through improvement in skill level or through
improvement in morale and job satisfaction. An
employee properly trained with the right skills
for the job will be more committed to the job
being trained for, this in the long run improves
the organizational performance.

Material and research methods. Concep-
tual, Theoretical and Emperical Review. HRM
practices have been viewed as a communication
of modes of practice and action from an employer
to an employee (Campbell, 2019; Kate, 2016). As
modes of communication, HRM practices are de-
veloped within the organisation, consistent with
the policies and philosophies of the organisation
and implemented to elicit acceptable behaviour
patterns thatlead to business objectives (Bondreau,
2015; Dessler, 2019). In addition, HRM practic-
es in a broad sense establish the link between
managing the employees, developing required
competencies and generating organisational
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mechanisms that gain and sustain competitive ad-
vantage (Mongo. 2015).

Therefore, the effectiveness of HRM
practices lies in their ability to communicate the
firm’s goals, control the employees’ behaviour
and encourage employees’ involvement in the
practices. That HR practices elicit and reinforce
appropriate behaviours (Lowry etal, 2016; Heras,
2016; Boxal et al 2017) suggests that they should
take into account the individual differences that
exist in employees’ abilities and employ their
skills to facilitate organisational performance.
The need to guarantee higher performance has
led to HRM studies suggesting different specific
HRM practices emanating from four distinct
theoretical perspectives (Huselid, 2019), namely
the universality, contingent and configurationally
perspectives, and, most recently, the contextual
perspective. The universalistic perspective,
often regarded as the best practice approach
in literature (Campbell, 2019; Guzzo et al,
2020), proposes the traditional HR practices:
employment security; selective hiring; team
working; performance-related pay; training and
development; egalitarianism; and information
sharing (Adams, 2020).

The universalist perspective is linked with
a High Performance work system (HPWS) ap-
proach that identifies a set of HRM practices
that is tested to improve employee performance,
given that variables remain constant (Holbeche,
2017). This implies that universalistic best prac-
tices could be dependent on a non-turbulent, fair-
ly constant and predictable approach, irrespec-
tive of societal and organisational peculiarities.
The downside to the approach is perceivably the
negligence to acknowledge differences and dis-
tinctions between different contexts and different
societies. Although the Universalist perspective
has had great influence on the practice of HRM
and the choice of HRM practices, it still cannot
account for flexibility of choice of practices,
therefore giving rise to the contingent ‘fit’ per-
spective. Taking cognizance of the obvious un-
predictability of the business environment, the
contingency perspective considers SHRM prac-
tices as a set of Following on from the perspec-
tive of structural linkage among the individual
HRM practices, this perspective does not give a
list of HRM practices but suggests the deliberate
planning that links adopted HRM practices to-
gether to achieve organisational outcomes.

More recently, the contextual approach to
HRM practices has emerged to emphasise the
context of HRM practices and how the choice
of HRM practices is influenced by specific
cultural and organisational contexts (Griffin,
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2020). The contextual perspective suggests
the SHRM practices that reflect not only the
developments of the internal environment but
also the uniqueness of the external context. This
approach suggests SHRM practices that take
consideration of the cultural values and what is
considered by a society as acceptable norms of
action. The list of HRM practices is unending and
differs in structure and practices in accordance
to individual firms. During the earliest years of
the theoretical development of HRM practices,
the best practices received greater prominence
in HRM literature. However, the existence of
best practice does not negate the possibility of
organisations adopting other practices that suit
their specific contexts and business environment
(Yalokwu, 2020). In the same line, although it
seems consistent to practice that organisations
adopt HRM practices tailored to the changing
organisational situation, the adoption of best
practices to complement best fit practices could
be suggested (Hoffman et al, 2020).

Concept of Small and Medium-sized
enterprises (SMEs): The EU offers a
definition of SMEs (table 1) defined in the
EU recommendation 2003/361 — Commission
Recommendation of 6 May 2003 concerning
the definition of micro, small and medium-sized
enterprises (European Commission 2018). The
main factors determining whether an enterprise
is SME are: (1) staff headcount and (2) either
turnover or balance sheet total. The EU defines
a small-sized enterprise as a company with
fewer than 50 employees and a medium-sized
enterprise as one with less than 250 employees.
In addition to small and mid-size companies,
there are micro-companies, which employ up
to 10 employees or in some cases 5 workers.
These requirements for the categories differ per
nation. For example, in the United States there
is no distinct way to identify small and mid-size
enterprises, therefore, SMEs are considered to
include firms with fewer than 500 employees.
Other countries set the limit at 200 employees.

SMEs are a very heterogeneous population
whose performance in terms of productivity,
wages and international competitiveness varies
considerably across sectors, regions and firms.
Several factors can explain these differences, in-
cluding the size of the economy, resource endow-
ment, market structures, institutions, the business
environment and business conduct. For instance,
in Australia and Southern European countries,
micro-firms are over-represented, while Japan
and the United States have relatively more large
firms (Hackman, 2019).Although SMEs can out-
perform large enterprises in some services sec-
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tors, most new firm and job creation took place
in sectors with below average productivity lev-
els. In addition, new firms are often born smaller,
with increased productivity gaps between small
and large firms at the aggregate business level.
This lower productivity has resulted in more low-
er-paid jobs. SMEs, even the larger ones, typically
pay employees around 20% less than large firms
(Korosava, 2016). As current business dynamics
weigh on income and material well-being, these
developments could also raise concerns about ed-
ucation and training prospects of the workforce,
the sustainability of pension systems, the breadth
of the tax base and public acceptance of techno-
logical change and globalization.

Concept of SMEs Growth: SMEs growth
is one of the most important variables in the
management research. Continuous growth
is the objective of any organization because
only through growth, organizations are able
to progress. Attaining the SMEs goal depends
upon the extent to which its growth is reached
(Frese & Zapf, 2018). Although the concept of
SMESs growth is very common in the academic
literature, there is not a universally accepted
definition of this concept. SMEs growth is
generally indicated by effectiveness (whether
an organization can achieve its objectives),
efficiency (whether an organization uses
resources properly), satisfaction of employees
and customers, innovation, quality of products or
services, and ability to maintain a unique human
pool (Wright, 2015). Organizational growth can
be judged by productivity and financial stability,
but these can be achieved through proper
initiation of human resource planning (HRP) and
some other factors may also be considered like
motivation, efficiency, effectiveness, trust and
satisfaction of employees (Marques, 2017).

Training and Its Influence on Human Re-
sources Productivity: Human resource is the
most important factor in the improvement and
growth of productivity, and training is one of the
procedures to achieve and develop new skills for
these resources. As Heraclitus believed “There
is nothing permanent except change”. The past
experience also reminds us that change in the
course of professions and how they are being
done is inevitable. In the path of these evolutions
and changes, training of human resource is the
only bridge which can guide us from the world
of today to the changing evolutionary world of
tomorrow. Therefore, as the societies developed
from traditional to industrial, and from industri-
al to post-industrial, science and technology is
also in the course of evolution and development,
and along these changes the importance and fea-

tures of training becomes increasingly evident,
so that today it is being said that training is in
fact the management itself.

Training as a process is one of the most
pervasive methods to enhance the productivity of
individuals and communicating organizational
goals to personnel. Tsavr and Lin (2018) also
supported that investing in training employees
on decision making, teamwork, problem-solving
and interpersonal relations has beneficial impact
on the organizations’ level of growth, as well as
impacting on employees’ performance. Training
affects employees’ behavior and their working
skills which results into employees enhanced
performance as well as constructive changes
(Kaynak, 2015; Sscatterfied & Huglas, 2017).

Situational  Perspective  Theory:  The
situational perspective refers to factors in the
individuals’ environment which stimulate and
support or hinder performance. The situational
perspective encompasses approaches which
focus on workplace factors but also specific
motivational approaches which follow for
example from expectancy theory or approaches
which aim at improving performance by reward
systems or by establishing perceptions of equity
and fairness (Ayesh, 2019, Macky & Johnson,
2019 ). Most of the existing leadership research
can be subsumed under this perspective. Because
of space constraints, we will concentrate on
workplace factors as major situational predictors
of individual performance.
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With respect to workplace factors and their
relationship to individual performance two ma-
jor approaches can be differentiated: those that
focus on situational factors enhance and facil-
itate performance and those that attend to sit-
uational factors which impede performance. A
prominent approach within the first category is
the job characteristics model (Goldstein & Ford,
2019). In this model, He assumed that job char-
acteristics (i.e., skill variety, task identity, task
significance, autonomy, feedback) have an ef-
fect on critical psychological states (i.e., experi-
enced meaningfulness, experienced responsibil-
ity for work outcomes, knowledge of the results
of the work activities) which in turn have an ef-
fect on personal and work outcomes, including
job performance.

Additionally, they expected an interaction
effect with employee growth need strength. In
essence, the job characteristics model is a mo-
tivational model on job performance. Meta-an-
alytic findings suggest that there is a small, but
positive relationship between job characteris-
tics and job performance. Grossman and Salas
(2021) also reported positive effects of work re-
design interventions on performance. The cross
sectional nature of many studies does not allow
for a causal interpretation. Basically, socio-tech-
nical systems theory describes work systems as
composed of social and technical subsystems
and suggests that performance improvement
can only follow from the joint optimization of
both subsystems. In more detail, socio-technical
systems theory suggests a number of job design
principles such as the compatibility between
the design process and its objectives, a minimal
specification of tasks, methods, and task alloca-
tions, and the control of problems and unfore-
seen events as near as to their origins as possible.

Performance Regulation Perspective The-
ory: The performance regulation perspective
takes a different look at individual performance
and is less interested in person or situational pre-
dictors of performance. Rather, this perspective
focuses on the performance process itself and
conceptualizes it as an action process. Research
on expertise and excellence has a long tradition
within cognitive psychology and is increasingly
referred to within work and organizational psy-
chology. It is one of the main goals of expertise
research to identify what distinguishes individ-
uals at different performance levels. More spe-
cifically, expertise research focuses on process
characteristics of the task accomplishment pro-
cess. It aims at a description of the differences
between high and moderate performers while
working on a task. Crucial findings within this
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field are that high performers differ from mod-
erate performers in the way they approach their
tasks and how they arrive at solutions (Kor &
Sundaramothy, 2019; Aguinis & Kraiger, 2019).

Gap in Literature: The major source of em-
ployment and support industry are SMEs, but
they are affected by issues related to capital,
credit, technology and HRM practices. HRM
practice is concerned with managing and con-
trolling workers in the workplace to achieve
company objectives with labor satisfaction.
Management of people is a key challenge faced
by small and medium enterprises. The most im-
portant success factor in SMEs is measured by
how to manage people. Curuth and Handlont-
en, (2018) reported that the study of human re-
source practices in SMEs remains under-theo-
rized and under-researched. Very little literature
has attempted to examine the influence of HRM
on SMEs performance. Although SMEs manag-
ers can manage time, money, information and
machine, but only can lead employees. Small
and medium enterprises usually do not have suf-
ficient knowledge and experience of personnel
management practices.

For the purpose of this study, the survey
method was used. It involved asking questions
from a representative from the general popula-
tion at a single point in time. Hence, the opin-
ions of the selected survey respondent concern-
ing the research topic was collated by giving
out questionnaires that would ask questions
concerning the impact of interest rate, savings
plan and mode of operation on performance of
cooperatives. The ex-post facto method which
involved the use of secondary data from the
internet, journals, articles, and so on was also
used. The quantitative research design was
used. Relevant data was collected at the same
instance; a cross-sectional design was adopted
as well which is the study where the exposure
and outcome are observed simultaneously in the
population.

The population was limited to all SMEs of
the selected two local governments in Abeoku-
ta Ogun state. The population of the study was
not be limited to people of different age group,
gender, educational qualification, work experi-
ence, social status or hierarchy at work. After
a proper survey, it was discovered that the total
population of the selected SMEs in Abeokuta
South is 573 and the total population of the se-
lected SMEs in Abeokuta North is 697. The data
was analyzed at a level of significance of 5%.
This value was chosen because the sample size
was adopted from figures calculated on the basis
0.95 level ofsignificance.

A sample size of two hundred and twenty
six (226) SMEs out of the one thousand two
hundred and seventy (1270) population of the
selected SMEs in Abeokuta. All member of the
population had equal chances to be chosen as
part of the sample because (226) questionnaires
were administered randomly to the entire
member population of the 2 selected SMEs in
Abeokuta South Local Government of Ogun
State and Abeokuta North Local Government
of Ogun State. According to Osuala (1982),
sampling techniques makes possible the conduct
of otherwise impossible studies by selecting
representative units from the population, so
results can be used to draw inferences about the
total population.

Sampling techniques used in data collection
from respondents include; I. Probability sampling
which like; simple random technique, stratified,
and cluster sampling. II. Non-probability
sampling technique like; convenience sampling,
purposive, and judgmental sampling technique.
For this study, the simple random sampling
technique was adopted, whereby the researcher
selected the two SMEs of the local government
namely Abeokuta South and Abeokuta North
as the sample frame to represent the entirety of
the SMEs in Ogun State, Nigeria. It should be
noted that Statistical Package for Social Science
(SPSS) was used for analyzing frequencies and
testing research hypothesis.

Research results and discussion. The
research questionnaire was administered to
two hundred and twenty-six (226) respondent
which is the sample size representing the study
population of the respondent, Nigeria. The
research made use of a questionnaire that has
practical and theoretical results which is tangible
to the findings of Osuala (1982). Of this lot, two
hundred and twenty-six (226) questionnaires
representing 95.1% were returned, and eleven
(11) questionnaires representing 4.9% were
not returned. The table below shows the details
at a glance. Data analysis was undertaken at
five percent (5%) level of significance. The

results of the analysis are presented beginning
demographical characteristics of the respondents
as shown in tables below.

Test of Hypotheses: After a careful and
systematic analysis of the respondents responses
to the research .questions formulated, hypothesis
earlier submitted were tested using Statistical
Packages for the Social Sciences (SPSS 20.0).

Hypothesis 1: H : Human resources
management practices does not affect SMEs
growth in Abeokuta, Ogun State

Decision Criteria: If the P-value is less than
5% (P<0.05), the null hypothesis is rejected,
otherwise accepted.

Hypothesis 2: H : Adoption of HRM
practices does not affect performance of SMEs
in Ogun state

Decision Rule: If the P-value is less than 5%
(P<0.05), then the null hypothesis is rejected,
otherwise accepted.

Interpretation of Result: The result above
shows a strong positive correlation existing
between the dependent and independent variable
with the r value of 0. 746. Therefore, there is
a significant effect between Adoption of HRM
practices and SMEs performance in Abeokuta,
Ogun state. From the table above the value of
F=19.482(DF=1,209:P<0.05) which indicates
the effect of Human resources management
practices in Abeokuta Ogun state is significant
at 5%. Therefore, the null hypothesis that states
Human resources management practices does
not affect SMEs in Abeokuta, Ogun State is
rejected. Hence Human resources management
Practices is a significant predictor of SMEs in
Abeokuta Ogun state.

Empirical Findings and Discussion: This
paper focuses on the interconnectivity between
human resource management and small and
medium size performance and growth.
Human resource management is an integral
part of both small and medium size firms. The
results of findings have proved that small and
medium size enterprises cannot function well
without proper human resource management
practices. They play crucial roles in boosting
employee performance and bringing about
positive organizational results. The human
resource management practices are paramount
in the domain of small and medium firms which
undertake recruitment and selection seriously
as these steps help to get commendable
employees. As a matter of fact, the progress
of commercial organizations depends on the
training in relation to human resource practices
as implemented by the small and medium size
industries.

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Small and medium size enterprises (SMEs)
cannot work properly without apt management
of human resource practices. Training, recruit-
ment and selection of effective and efficient
employees are the basics of human resource
management in both corporate and social orga-
nizations. Indeed, human resource pervades in
all types of organizations as without people no
companies or organizations with any motto can
function. Therefore, the employees are needed
and their management is imperative for effec-
tiveness and efficiency of the tasks undertaken
so far in the respective organizations.

Human resource is intrinsic in all organiza-
tions ranging from small firms to big industries,
from private organizations to public institutions
including universities, hospitals, clubs, military
department etc. The goal is attained through
the involvement of people.

The article has dealt with resource manage-
ment to use the practices of human resource and
their impact on small and medium enterprise per-
formance and growth. Using the human practices
help small and medium enterprises to improve
their performance result that punishment and re-

ward is the most profitable practice of small and
medium enterprises.

Employees are one of the critical strategic as-
sets for any organization. Likewise, should strive
to attract the talent, well trained and enthusiastic
employees and improve their performance. Suc-
cessful and good effective implementation of
HRM empowers employees and improves their
performance positively.

Employees have an important and strategic
role in enhancing positioning in significant fields
such as quality of research, academic reputation,
and improving the quality of the organization-
al programs. Therefore, best practices of HRM
stimulate employee’s performance which in turn
improves performance. So, organization must re-
alize the importance of stimulating employee’s
performance; many organizations are giving more
attention from the top management of HRM.

Hence, it is vital that the organization should
develop their HRM to enhance all employees in
their organization. To increase organization em-
ployee’s performance, the management should im-
plement the HRM includes (selection, training and
development, compensation, teamwork, coopera-
tion and rewards, performance appraisal) in order
to increase their efficiency on the performance.

Organization need to have an effective recruit-
ment policy to promote scientific selection of pro-
spective employees. The departments should par-
ticipate in selection process as they have different
preferences in the candidates. Candidates need to
be selected based on requisite skills knowledge,
attitude and qualification using appropiate selec-
tion techniques.

Appropriate training program for both acade-
micians and support staff should be organized to
continuously improve the skills of employees. In-
vesting in the improvement of the knowledge and
skills of employees would enable the University
to develop more productive and effective employ-
ees. Performance appraisal should be guided by
the performance management policy. Employee’s
performance should be assessed based on quanti-
fiable standards and feedback be given to employ-
ees on their performance. The appraisal system
should be explicitly described specific purpose
of the appraisal. Organizations that clearly state
the purpose for the appraisal reduce the confusion
and ambiguity of the process. The goal should be
that everyone knows why to conduct appraisals.

Meaningful and accurate evaluation and feed-
back requires clear goals be established before-
hand. Therefore a large part of the process should
be devoted to determining what actions need to
be taken in the future. It is harder to correct the
results of poor planning than it is to plan correctly
at the beginning.

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Foreign experience in digitalization of
agricultural production and directions of its use in
domestic practice

The article summarizes the experience of leading
countries in the world in the implementation of digital
technologies and services by agricultural producers and
justifies the directions of its use in domestic practice.
The main global risks and the impact of Russia's
unprovoked invasion, which affect the development
of the domestic agricultural economy, are highlighted,
and the conclusion is drawn about the need to intensify
the processes of introducing digital technologies and
services into the activities of the industry producers.
The main programs of the agricultural digitalization
program, which were allocated by the World Bank, are
revealed, namely: climate-smart agriculture; digital
advisory services; digital financial services; digital
market connections.

The strategic programs for the digitalization of
agriculture in the European Union are highlighted,
which present the goals of digital transformation
by 2030, which provide for an increase in public
and private investments in artificial intelligence,
preparatory work for socio-economic changes, and
ensuring the appropriate ethical and legal framework.
The main financial support tools for both European
farmers and developers of digital technologies are

summarized, which will contribute to the use of
advantages in ensuring sustainable development of
agriculture.

The experience of the USA is studied, where the
digitalization of agriculture is carried out on the basis
of the spread of the following digital technologies:
satellite remote sensing, unmanned aerial vehicle
visualization systems, Internet of Things (IoT) sensing
systems, robotic systems. Bottlenecks in the practice
of using digital technologies by American farmers are
1dentified, which also occur in domestic conditions. The
need to train agricultural specialists with knowledge
and skills in using digital products is emphasized, as
well as the establishment of retraining of agricultural
enterprises specialists at advanced training courses
based on Ukrainian agricultural higher education
institutions is established.

It is established that in the UK there is a
comprehensive program of support for both developers
and users of digital technologies based on the provision
of grants for the implementation and promotion of
digital agricultural technologies. The functions of the
Agricultural Innovation Program Fund are revealed,
the main task of which is to activate the development
of innovative practices and technologies.

The conclusion is made about the uniqueness of
Japan's experience in the digitalization of agricultural
production, where a number of strategic programs
have been introduced to promote the digitalization
of agriculture. It is established that today Japanese
agricultural models are exported to other countries
of the world. The author systematizes the experience
of India, where the spread of digital technologies in
agriculture is slow, but favorable conditions have been
created for their spread through the functioning of the
appropriate infrastructure.

It is proven that in Ukrainian practice the use
of digital technologies and services lags behind
the leading countries of the world and the need to
strengthen state support for agricultural producers,
scientific and educational institutions is emphasized
on the basis of the development of a strategic
program for the digitalization of agriculture, in which
it is advisable to provide for a mechanism for grant
financing of projects and the creation of a national
digital infrastructure.

Transformation of Ukraine’s export potential
in the minds of viney: the strategic importance of
agricultural trade with the EU.

The article examines the transformational
processes of Ukraine's export activities occurring under
the influence of the full-scale war, with a particular
focus on the agricultural sector and its strategic
interaction with the European Union market. The key
changes in the volume, geographical and commodity
structure of Ukrainian exports are analyzed, and the
role of the EU's trade policy in supporting Ukraine's
economic resilience in the context of the war and for its
subsequent post-war recovery is determined The aim
of the article is to study the process of transformation
of Ukraine's export potential in wartime, including an
analysis of changes in its volume, geographical and
commodity structure, with a special emphasis on the
strategic role of agricultural trade with the European
Union. The article aims to assess the effectiveness and
significance of trade liberalization measures introduced
by the European Union (autonomous trade measures,
the "Solidarity Lanes" initiative) to compensate for
losses caused by the destruction of infrastructure, the
blockade of seaports, and the disruption of logistics
chains. A separate task is the analysis of potential
economic and social consequences for both Ukraine
and the EU in the event of possible restrictions on
the import of Ukrainian agricultural products by
individual EU member states after the expiration of the
current liberalization regime in June 2025. The study
revealed potential risks associated with a possible
revision of the free trade regime with the EU after June
2025 and pressure from individual countries regarding
restrictions. The analysis showed that such restrictions
would have extremely negative consequences for
Ukraine's economy (reduction of income, financial
instability, complication of recovery) and could
also lead to price increases in the EU, deterioration
of relations, and undermining unity in supporting
Ukraine. The preservation of free trade is defined as
strategically important for both parties, which will
contribute to Ukraine's economic stability and global
food security.

Key words: export potential, agricultural export,
agro-industrial complex (AIC), European Union
(EU), trade relations, trade liberalization, logistics,
transformation.
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The article systematises the peculiarities of the functioning of
the veterinary services and drugs market and proves the need for
a rational combination of market self-regulation with the methods
of state administrative and economic regulation. It is established
that the market of veterinary services and drugs is characterised
by a high level of administrative State regulation. The author
reveals the components of the regulatory and legal support for the
functioning of the system of veterinary support for activities in the
areas of animal health and welfare, veterinary practice, production,
circulation and use of veterinary drugs, and circulation of animal
by-products. The article describes administrative methods of
regulation in relation to: certification of veterinary drugs; licensing
of veterinary activities; establishment of rules for the storage and
sale of drugd and other animal care products; control over the
import of veterinary products.

The list of the main consumers of veterinary services and drugs
is highlighted and the conclusion is made about the differences in
their purchasing behaviour, which should be taken into account
when developing tools for economic regulation of the market
under study. The author defines the notins of “veterinary activity”,
“veterinary service”, “veterinary drug” and identifies their main
groups, the generalisation of which allowed to deepen their essential
characteristics. The subjects of the researched market, which form
the supply of veterinary services and drugs, are discribed and the
main types of their activities are highlighted. The components of
the organisational and information block and staffing in the system
of rational combination of administrative and economic methods
of regulating the market of veterinary services and drugs are
described. It is concluded that the mechanism of functioning of the
market of veterinary services and drugs is considered as an organic
combination of state administrative and economic regulation with
mechanisms of market self-regulation, which allows achieving its
balance.

Key words: veterinary services, veterinary drugs, market
autoregulation, administrative state regulation, economic state
regulation, subjects of the market.
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Problem statement and analysis of recent
research. The veterinary activity is an important
part of the production infrastructure of the
agricultural sector, and is a set of interconnected
specialised organisations, units, and individual
specialists whose activities are focused on
providing medical and preventive services,
which contributes to the creation of general
conditions for improving the economic results
of the livestock sector, protecting the population
from diseases common to humans and animals.
The strategic goal of the veterinary infrastructure
functioning is to ensure veterinary well-being
which should be considered as the absence of
contagious and mass non-contagious animal
diseases, including those dangerous to humans,
in a certain territory. The internal economic effect
provided by veterinary activities is characterised
by the result expressed in the absence of actual
damage to livestock production, as well as a
high level of prevention of potential epizootic
threats. In addition, the functioning of the
veterinary infrastructure results in an external
effect characterised by savings money for the
elimination of outbreaks of dangerous animal
diseases, a reduction in the incidence of anthropo-
zoonotic diseases and, as a result, a reduction in
costs that are not directly related to the object of
veterinary services - livestock.

The elaboration of measures to achieve
a balanced development of the market of
veterinary services and veterinary drugs as an
infrastructural service for the agricultural sector
of the economy should take into account the
social importance of the veterinary medicine,
as well as a high level of government influence
on its individual segments. That is why, when
forming a system for assessing the efficiency
of the market of veterinary services and drugs,
it is necessary to take into account its goal of
ensuring the veterinary well-being of society,
which has a positive impact on food security and
public health.

The study of scientific publications on the
topic under investigation has revealed that native
researchers consider the market of veterinary
services as “... notjust the sale of services, but also
the sale of a specific product that meets the needs
mainly in ensuring the expanded reproduction of
livestock™ [1, p. 102]. In addition, the issues of
administrative and legal state regulation of the
market of veterinary services and drugs [2],
existing problems in the development of the
market of veterinary services and drugs [3], the
impact of the market on the production of high-
quality, efficient and competitive products [4]
are widely covered.

At the same time, consumer demand for
veterinary services and drugs is formed by
agricultural enterprises producing livestock
products and the population of the country
keeping livestock and poultry, as well as small
pets. According to experts, the livestock sector
suffered significant losses during the war due
to the occupation and hostilities, destructions,
and outbreaks of epidemics, which led to a
reduction in the number of animals in all sectors
of the field - poultry, pig production, and cattle
breeding [5]. Undoubtedly, such a situation will
have a negative impact on the size of the market
under study and will require the development of
measures to restore demand through the revival
of livestock production during the post-war
recovery of the country. That is why there is a
need to systematise the features of the market of
veterinary services and drugs based on current
trends in its development.

The purpose of the study. The purpose of
the article is to justify the need for a rational
combination of market self-regulation and
instruments of state regulation of the market of
veterinary services and drugs and to systematise
the peculiarities of its functioning under martial
law. For achieving this goal, the following tasks
are envisaged: to summarise the mechanisms of
functioning of the market for veterinary services
and drugs and to characterise its main actors;
to reveal the economic and administrative and
legal levers of its regulation; to substantiate
the priorities and main tasks of the post-war
restoration of the market for veterinary services
and drugs.

Material and study methods. The study was
conducted on the basis of a systematic approach,
which ensured generalisation of the market
participants under study and identification of
economic relations between them, as well as
the impact of economic and administrative
market regulation instruments on its balanced
development. The method of system analysis
allowed to identify the main organisational
and economic problems in the formation of
commodity supply and consumer demand,
as well as to justify the recommendations for
balancing the economic interests of market
participants.

The study foresaw the use of the following
methods: generalisation of scientific literature,
abstract and logical methods for disclosing
the theoretical and methodological bases of
functioning of the market for veterinary services
and drugs; methods of systematisation, logical
and structural, and cause and effect analysis to
substantiate the functioning mechanism of the
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market under study. The monographic method
was used to summarise the conclusions on
understanding the need for a rational combination
of market self-regulation and state regulation of
the market for veterinary services and drugd, its
components and the interrelations between them.

Research results and discussion. Over-
coming the crisis situation in the agricultural
sector of the economy in the country post-war
recovery and creating conditions for sustainable
socio-economic  development require the
development of an effective economic policy
aimed at reviving the livestock sector as a main
consumer of veterinary services and drugs. In a
complex set of priorities, one of the main tasks
is to determine the rational ratio of self-regulated
and regulated levers of the veterinary services and
drugs market, to form a balance between market
self-regulation and the role of the state in ensuring
favourable conditions for the development of
veterinary infrastructure elements and their
positive impact on the development of livestock
production at specialised agricultural enterprises
and households, specialised organisations -
i.e. the hippodrome industry and sport horses
breeding, pet kennels, zoos, etc.

It is well known that the market economy is a
certain system functioning according to objective
laws, an integral element of which is market
self-regulation, i.e. the interaction of supply and
demand affects the volume of production and
sale of goods (works, services), prices, level
of competition, consumption, and economic
feasibility of production. However, foreign and
domestic experience proves that the market self-
regulation is not omnipotent, is not universal and
should be supplemented by the state regulation.
This situation requires the study of the problem
of combining mechanisms of the economic self-
regulation and instruments of the state economic
influence on the functioning of the veterinary
infrastructure. Obviously, in modern conditions,
it is important to strengthen the choice of
forms and methods of the state regulation of
consumption of veterinary services and drugs,
the most adequate to market conditions and
those that would take into account the specifics
of the veterinary medicine.

The theoretical models of market relations
that have been formed to nowadays are based
on the market as a system of interconnections
of economically independent business entities
based on the use of commodity-money relations
and competition, the leading role of supply and
demand in the formation of markets for goods
and services [6]. They differ mainly by the
determination of the place and role of the state

in regulating the reproduction process and social
relations in society and, accordingly, by the
forms, methods and instruments of regulating
the market economy.

The state performs regulatory functions
using administrative and economic methods. At
the same time, the system of the state regulation
in market conditions is based on the priority
use of economic methods. It is obvious that
administrative or direct methods of regulation
limit the freedom of choice of a business entity.
It should be noted that the market of veterinary
services and drugs is characterised by a high
level of administrative state regulation.

Nowadays, the relevant regulatory
framework for the functioning of the veterinary
service system has been developed, namely: the
Laws of Ukraine “On Veterinary Medicine”, “On
Entrepreneurship”, “On Licensing of Economic
Activities” and the Licensing conditions for
veterinary practice have been approved. Thus,
the veterinary practice is regulated by the Law
of Ukraine “On Veterinary Medicine” [7], which
defines the legal and organisational framework
for activities in the areas of protection of
animal health and welfare, veterinary practice,
production, circulation and use of veterinary
drugs, as well as the circulation of animal by-
products. The Law sets out requirements for
the provision of veterinary services; protection
of animal health and welfare; production,
circulation and use, and disposal of veterinary
products; circulation of animal by-products;
keeping of farm animals; and the state
registration of veterinary medicinal products. In
addition, according to this Law, the veterinary
practice may be carried out only by veterinary
institutions and veterinary specialists on the basis
of a relevant licence. This document also sets
out the standards for the provision of veterinary
medicine specialists.

So, itisnecessary to highlight the certification
of veterinary drugs; licensing of veterinary
activities; establishment of rules for the storage
and sale of veterinary drugs and other animal care
products; control over the import of veterinary
goods from abroad as the administrative and
legal instruments for regulating the market of
veterinary services and drugs [8].

It should be noted that the state regulation
of the veterinary services market foresees the
licensing of these activities, which includes
permissive actions of the state in a number of
areas of veterinary entrepreneurship. Thus, a
licence is granted for veterinary treatment and
prophylaxis activities, laboratory diagnostic
activities, for the production and sale of
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veterinary drugs manufactured by specialised
enterprises, laboratories as well as for the
production and sale of feeds, feed additives,
including non-traditional, mineral and vitamin
supplements for animals, as well as the sale
of drugs for veterinary purposes, biological
products, zoo hygiene products and attributes for
zooveterinary purposes. It is known that today
there is a simplified procedure for obtaining the
right to conduct business activities in the field of
veterinary medicine by submitting a declaration
[9]. Licensing of activities in the field of
veterinary services in the country is carried out
by the State Service of Ukraine on Food Safety
and Consumer Protection.

According to experts, the most advanced
procedure in national practice is the certification
of veterinary drugs, which was ensured on
the basis of appropriate normative and legal
regulation of this process. The main task that
the certification procedure for veterinary drugs
is intended to solve is to ensure the safety and
effectiveness of veterinary products [10].

The regulatory documents stipulate that the
following products are subject to mandatory
certification: veterinary vaccines, serums, blood
products and globulins, anatoxins and toxins,
allergens, veterinary diagnostics, chemical
therapeutic and pharmaceuticals products made
from natural raw materials, feed antibiotics
and vitamins, enzyme preparations, therapeutic
and prophylactic feed additives, nutritive
milieus for veterinary medicine, means used for
animal reproduction, as well as disinfectants,
disinsecticides, deratization products and other
means for animal care [11-12].

It is known that the protection of the domestic
market of veterinary products is ensured on the
basis of licensing of export-import activities,
which foresees the import and export of
medicines and pharmaceutical substances used
in veterinary medicine, as well as certification
and registration of imported veterinary products.

It should be noted that in 2023, the National
institution of Ukraine on veterinary medicinal
products and feed additives was established
[13], which is authorised by the State service of
Ukraine on food safety and consumer protection
to conduct scientific evaluation (examination) of
veterinary medicinal products and feed additives.
The National institution includes structural units,
including laboratories (reference laboratories).
The main tasks of this structure are as follows:
to carry out scientific evaluation (examination)
of veterinary medicinal products for the purpose
of their state registration; to carry out scientific
evaluation (examination) of feed additives

for the purpose of their state registration; to
carry out scientific evaluation (examination)
of the relevance and reliability of information
submitted by applicants for the simplified
state registration of feed additives; to carry out
scientific evaluation (examination) of changes
in the conditions of production, circulation and
use of veterinary medicinal products proposed
by applicant; verification of the established
maximum permissible contents (levels) of
residual amounts of feed additives and/or their
metabolites in food products of animal origin;
development and edition of scientific (expert)
opinions for the the Ministry of Agrarian Policy
and food of Ukraine.

At the same time, the economic methods of
the state regulation, unlike administrative ones,
do not restrict the freedom of entrepreneurial
choice. Among them, the following tools should
be highlighted: the flexible tax and credit policy,
the state budget support for the veterinary
drugs and feed industries, which are the most
common economic regulation tools that help to
intensify investment activity of enterprises and
increase their production volumes. We believe
that the distinction between administrative
and economic methods of state regulation is
conditional, but necessary in view of the nature
of market relations. Thus, the administrative
regulator forces business entities to perform
certain actions and has an indirect impact on
certain economic processes. For example, the
acquisition of the licence to provide veterinary
services or certification of veterinary drugs or
feed will affect the price level, but indirectly
it will also affect the conditions of supply and
demand.

It should be noted that the administrative
methods of regulation are not adequate to the
nature of the market and block the actions of the
relevant market regulators, but in practice they are
necessary. The administrative methods are used
as an instrument of antitrust policy, consumer
protection and environmental protection. The
existing product quality standards, environmental
restrictions, direct bans on the use of hazardous
technologies, production of veterinary drugs
and feed restrict the freedom of entrepreneurs
and are classified as administrative methods of
regulation.

The economic methods of regulation
directly affect market conjuncture and, through
it, indirectly affect producers and consumers of
veterinary goods and services. By using the levers
of financial and credit, tax, price, investment,
and foreign trade policy, the state influences the
behaviour of market players: both producers and
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consumers, and indirectly it affects production
and consumption. It should be noted that in the
leading countries of the world there are also
various forms of direct state budget support for
producers and consumers of veterinary services,
drugs and feed.

It is well known that the use of any economic
lever requires the prior application of adminis-
trative decision made by relevant state author-
ities, for example, the decision to change tax
rates, grant tax benefits, allocate certain amounts
and forms of state budget support. That is why
there is a need for a rational combination of ad-
ministrative and economic methods of regula-
tion, although economic methods of regulation
are preferable in the market environment.

Summarising the above, we have developed
a scheme for the functioning of the market of
veterinary services and drugs, which is an organ-
ic combination of the state economic regulation
and the mechanisms of market self-regulation.
However, regarding the specifics of the industry
under study, the state economic regulation of the
activities related to the provision of veterinary
services, and the production and sale of veteri-
nary drugs and feed is of great importance in the
economic regulation.

We believe that the state economic regulation
should include a direct state influence on eco-
nomic processes and the creation of conditions
that ensure the development of effective market
self-regulation of veterinary infrastructure ele-
ments. In the system of levers of state economic
regulation, the budget support for producers of
veterinary drugs and feed is of particular im-
portance. We believe that it is also necessary to
provide budget support for livestock producers,
which will increase the demand for veterinary
drugs and services.

Due to the lack of equivalence in commodity
exchange with other sectors of the economy, low
investment attractiveness and purchasing power
of the population, and a number of other negative
factors, the domestic livestock and meat process-
ing industries remain low-margin and unprofit-
able. Under these conditions, the budget support
should gradually compensate for the funds with-
drawn by related industries, increase the profit-
ability and solvency of livestock producers, and
improve their investment attractiveness.

Summarising the above, we conclude that
the provision of veterinary services, produc-
tion of drugs and feed is a special sector of the
country's economy that cannot be considered
as a self-regulating system. It requires the state
regulation through administrative and economic
methods.
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Let's take a closer look at the specifics of
consumer demand formation for veterinary ser-
vices and drugs.

According to the researchers, consumers of
veterinary drugs and/or services are pet own-
ers, agricultural enterprises specialising in the
production of livestock products, who use vet-
erinary services or consume veterinary products
for prophylaxis or treatment [14]. Individual
consumers of veterinary services are individuals
who purchase veterinary products and services
exclusively for their own farm animals and poul-
try, or pets. We believe that this list of consumers
of veterinary drugs and services is inclusive, as
it is reasonable to add specialised nurseries for
breeding certain breeds of domestic and exotic
animals, racecourses, animal husbandry centres
for sports, rehabilitation, etc. Obviously, these
potential consumers in the market under study
differ in their purchasing behaviour, as well as in
the volume of veterinary services and products
purchased, methods of obtaining them, selection
criteria, and other characteristics.

Undoubtedly, livestock farms are the largest
consumers of veterinary services and products,
and there are certain differences in their envi-
ronment. For example, small farms usually out-
source veterinary services, while large special-
ised livestock farms maintain their own veteri-
nary services. Obviously, the decline in the num-
ber of livestock and poultry will have an impact
on the demand for veterinary drugs and services.

Thus, the main factors of market demand for
veterinary services and drugs include the follow-
ing: the number and dynamics of livestock owned
by households, agricultural enterprises and other
business entities; financial and economic condi-
tion of animal owners, their purchasing power;
losses and damages of animal owners due to in-
adequate veterinary services; the level of spread
of infectious and invasive diseases, the incidence
of non-communicable diseases; availability and
accessibility of veterinary services; and the effi-
ciency of measures aimed at the stimulation of
the demand for veterinary services etc.

In the scientific literature, the veterinary ac-
tivity is considered as a set of means, tools and
measures for artificial insemination of farm an-
imals, provision of medical and preventive ser-
vices to them in order to prevent diseases and
epizootics, disinfection, provision of information
for animal engineering and breeding work on the
development of highly productive species with
appropriate reproductive and breeding qualities,
support of innovative technologies for keeping
and feeding animals, quality control of finished
food products, sale of veterinary products [15].
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In turn, the service is considered as a type
of activity, work, in the process of which a new
materially embodied product is not created,
but the quality of the already created product
changes. In this case, veterinary service is a
special type of activity of veterinary medicine
specialists aimed at ensuring a beneficial
effect in the form of healthy and productive
development of the animal world and, on this
basis, the corresponding profits [1, p.99]. It
should be noted that veterinary services are
divided into the following main groups: medical
services; preventive services and regulatory
prohibitions; provision of pharmaceuticals [16].
According to another approach, the following
components are added to the above groups
of wveterinary services: population health;
education; research and development [17]. We
support the approach according to which the
veterinary services should be divided into the
following groups: clinical services, preventive
services, and provision of veterinary products
[18]. We believe that it is possible to distinguish
veterinary services by the entity that provides
them, the nature and specificity of disease, etc.
However, the above-mentioned groups provide
the most comprehensive way to identify the
specifics of veterinary services.

It is important to dwell on the concept of a
veterinary medicinal product, which is defined
as a substance or combination of substances
that meets one (or more) of the following
characteristics: has therapeutic or prophylactic
properties against diseases in animals; helps
to alleviate the symptoms of disease; is used
or administered to an animal to establish a
medical diagnosis; restores, corrects or changes
physiological function through pharmacological,
immunological or metabolic action; is used for
euthanasia of animals [19].

The EU Regulation 2019/6. “On veterinary
medicinal products and repealing” sets out the
rules for placing on the market, manufacturing,
importing, exporting, supplying, distributing,
pharmacovigilance carrying out, controlling
and using veterinary products. This document
ensures harmonisation of the rules for
authorisation of veterinary medicinal products
and their circulation in all European countries.
This Regulation is particularly important for the
proper use of veterinary products to control the
presence of veterinary drug residues in meat and
meat products and to promote food safety for
humans.

It is known that European countries
have established a body that coordinates the
veterinary medicine, the European Medicines
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Agency (EMA). The main task of this body is
to protect and promote human and animal health
by monitoring copyrights to medicinal products,
including veterinary drugs [20]. Thus, this agency
aims to support the development and access to
veterinary drugs, and provides information for
healthcare professionals, patients, and in the
case of animals, their owners.

Summarising the above, veterinary services
include: clinical, curative and preventive,
therapeutic, veterinary and sanitary, obstetric
and gynaecological, surgical, anti-epizootic
measures, Immunisation, disinsection,
disinfection, deratization, deworming; all types
of laboratory tests, veterinary and sanitary
examination of food raw materials and food
products of animal origin, food products of
animal and plant origin of non-industrial
production intended for sale at food markets;
research and other veterinary activities related to
the sale of breeding animals, their participation
in exhibitions and competitions; determination of
pregnancy of all types of animals, obtaining and
transplantation of embryos and other activities
related to the reproduction of animals, poultry,
fish, bees and their transportation; editing and
delivery of veterinary documents (certificates,
passports etc. ); cremation, euthanasia and other
veterinary services. Consumers of veterinary
products may be individuals and organisations
purchasing goods for personal consumption or
resale, governmental and non-governmental
organisations, and consumers located abroad.

At the market under study, the supply of
veterinary services and medicines is formed
by organisations of the state veterinary
service, specialists and organisations (services)
of departmental veterinary medicine, and
specialists of private veterinary medicine. The
organisations that ensure the functioning and
development of the veterinary service include
the following entities: research institutes, zonal
specialised laboratories for animal diseases,
interregional  specialised laboratories  for
poultry diseases; veterinary biological industry;
industrial enterprises and the distribution system
of the corporation ‘“Ukrzovetprompostach”,
the state enterprise “Ukrvetprompostach”, the
association “Ukragrobiovet”; and higher and
secondary educational institutions of veterinary
medicine.

So, the provision of veterinary services and
the sale of veterinary drugs is carried out by public
and private veterinary organisations. Thus, the
state veterinary network is considered as a set
of state veterinary enterprises and organisations
that directly carry out practical veterinary work
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in the following areas: treatment and prophylaxis
institutions: district state hospitals of veterinary
medicine, precincts veterinary points, veterinary
medicine stations, city hospitals of veterinary
medicine; diagnostic  institutions: central
laboratory of veterinary medicine, district state
laboratories, city state laboratories; veterinary
and sanitary institutions and organisations:
regional services of state veterinary control on the
state border and transport with their subordinate
border posts of state veterinary control; regional
state-supported veterinary units with branches in
districts, departmental police departments; anti-
epizootic institutions and organisations: rabies
stations; anti-epizootic expeditions, their units;
expeditions for measures to combat certain
animal diseases.

Theactivities of organisations and institutions
of state veterinary medicine take three forms:
veterinary services - carrying out veterinary and
sanitary preventive and anti-epizootic measures
on all farms; veterinary and sanitary control
and supervision on all farms and organisations,
regardless of their departmental affiliation
and subordination; general methodological
guidance in the veterinary medicine (guidelines,
instructions, accounting and reporting, training,
methodological literature, etc.)

The provision of veterinary services and
the production and sale of veterinary products
can be carried out by organisations of various
organisational and legal forms engaged in
veterinary business activities, as well as by
veterinary  specialists-entrepreneurs  engaged
in individual activities. The implementation of
private entrepreneurial activity at the studied
market has become possible due to the market
economy, but there is a need to harmonise the
domestic regulatory framework for such activity
with the European standards. It should be noted
that in the current environment, this activity is
not subject to state support. The listed veterinary
institutions and organisations, in accordance with
their statutes, provide the following services:
diagnostic examination of animals and materials
from them; treatment of sick animals; production,
testing and sale of medicinal products; provision
of advice on the prevention of animal diseases,
keeping, feeding, reproduction and exploitation
of animals; prevention of infectious, invasive and
non-contagious diseases of animals; wholesale
and retail trade in pharmaceutical products.

According to the results of a study of the
national market of veterinary drugs, both local
and foreign manufacturers of these products are
present. Thus, the market share of drugs of well-
known European and American brands is 65.4%

[21]. According to analysts, the main consumers
of veterinary drugs at the domestic market are
farms and agricultural enterprises. The main
industries that generate consumer demand are
poultry, livestock and small animal husbandry.

The sales infrastructure plays an important
role in the veterinary drugs market. The main
distribution channels for veterinary drugs are
wholesale and retail trade, as well as online
platforms. The wholesale trade usually sells
veterinary drugs to agricultural enterprises. The
retail trade is carried out through veterinary
pharmacies and pet shops, where customers
are households and pet owners. Online stores
and marketplaces offer veterinary products and
deliver them to both retail consumers and farms.

An integral element of the functioning of
the market of veterinary services and drugs
is the organisational and information block,
which foresees the creation of a system for
strategic management and prompt adjustment
of decisions implementation to overcome
negative trends through a rational combination
of administrative and economic regulation
methods. The following main measures should
be implemented: strengthening the system of
public administration in veterinary activities;
programme-targeted planning of the activities
of organisations that form the product offer at
the market under study and the formation of
appropriate structures for their implementation,
which should separate the functions of strategic
and operational management; monitoring and
prompt adjustment of practical activities to
implement programmes for the development
of veterinary medicine, which is of particular
importance in the context of unstable economic
dynamics, development of a system of statistical
accounting and analysis of information on the
state of wveterinary services, production and
sale of drugs that meet the needs of consumers
at this market, development of information,
consulting and marketing services; information
support and explanatory work on the measures
taken and their practical implementation in the
field of research, including the publication in the
popular science literature, organisation of cycles
of publications in social networks, radio and
television broadcasts.

The human resources block determines to
a large extent the effectiveness of veterinary
activities, therefore, it is necessary to implement
a set of measures within its framework that
ensure: increased personal responsibility for
the development, carrying out and monitoring
of the implementation of the provisions of the
state policy in the field of veterinary medicine
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by of state authorities at all levels; development
of the system of initial, continuous and advanced
training of personnel, improvement of the
organisation of training.

It should be noted that the professional
training and certification of veterinary specialists
is also subject to the state regulation. Thus,
it is stipulated that professional (vocational)
and higher education in the field of veterinary
medicine is provided only on a full-time basis.
Obtaining a higher education diploma in
veterinary medicine requires passing a single
qualification exam, the positive results of which
are determined by overcoming the established
threshold. Thus, the training of specialists in
veterinary medicine in Ukraine is regulated,
which helps to ensure a guaranteed high quality
of veterinary education.

In addition, there is a requirement of the
improved of veterinary specialists’ professional
level at least every five years. The training aimed
at the improvement of veterinary specialists’
professional level is financed by employer or
from other possible sources that are not prohibited
by the law. Specialists of veterinary medicine
are subject of the attestation. In the process of
this attestation the post-diploma / continuous
training and other forms of the improvement of
professional level are taken into account.

So, the legal and normative block that
foresees the formation of the system of legal
and normative texts characterizing regulation
peculiarities of the relations between actors of
the studied market takes an important place
in the regulation mechanism of the market of
veterinary services and drugs. That is why it is
necessary to distinguish clearly, rationally and
in the manner adequate to actual conditions the
functions of the state and all actors of the market
of veterinary services and drugs. It is obvious
that the European integration of our country
will encourage the maintaining of the processes
of the harmonization of national legislation to
existing European practices, that will be one of
important tasks in the after-war reconstruction of
our country.

Conclusion. The necessity of the rational
combination of the market auto-regulation and
the state regulation of the market of veterinary
services and drugs is justified, as the studied
market is characterized by the specificity if
services and an important goal of its functioning
is the guarantee of the veterinary wellbeing of
the population. It is highlighted that the market
under study functions according to objective
rules of the market autoregulation, that based
on the interaction of demand and offer form the
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price competition on veterinary services and
drugs and also affect volumes of goods proposal,
consumption and efficiency of market actors.

It is proved that the market autoregulation
should be completed by elements of the state
regulation of activities related to providing of
veterinary services and production and sale
of veterinary products. The state fulfils the
regulation functions via the system of economic
and administrative methods at the market under
study. The study highlighted the administrative
and legal methods of the state regulation of the
veterinary services and drugs market that are
related to the following activities: licensing of
veterinary activity, certification of veterinary
products, control of import of veterinary
products, respect of the rules related to the
storage and sale of drugs and other products
destined to the treatment of animals.

The characteristics of main consumers
of veterinary services and drugs at the native
market and the characteristics of main actors
carrying out veterinary activities are described.
It is proposed to foresee the budget support for
veterinary products and feeds producers, as well
as for agricultural enterprises producing animal
products that will have a future positive impact on
the consumer demand at the market under study.
The economic methods of the regulation of this
market directly impacting its conjuncture and
indirectly impacting producers and consumers
of veterinary services and drugs are presented.
Namely, due to the levers of the fiscal, finance
and credit, price, investment, foreign trade
policy the state has impact on economic interests
and stimuli, impacting directly the behavior of
economic actors as producers so consumers, but
impacting indirectly veterinary drugs production
processes, providing and consumption of
veterinary services. So, the mechanisms of the
functioning of the veterinary services and drugs
market is considered as an organic union of the
state administrative and economic regulation
of production and circulation of veterinary
products, providing of veterinary services with
the mechanisms of market autoregulation that
allow to achieve its balance.

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The evolution of technological achievements in agriculture
has been summarized based on their development from tradition-
al systems to the concepts of “Agricultural 5.0” and “Agricultural
6.0”, innovative products of their implementation are highlighted.
The concept of “Agriculture 4.0” and its main tools are highlighted:
sensor technologies, high-speed mobile communications, big data
analytics, sensor technologies, artificial intelligence, robotics. It is
emphasized that digital agriculture includes digital and geospatial
technologies for monitoring, assessing and managing soil, climate
and genetic resources, and the digital data generated by them is a
type of business resource. It is argued that digital technologies have
combined all technological processes of agri-food production and
goods movement into an integrated value chain, which has changed
the implementation of business processes. The positive and negative
impacts of digitalization on the resulting indicators of agricultural
development are summarized.

It is substantiated that the concept of «Agricultural 5.0» is a new
approach to the development of agriculture, the main technological
solutions of which are the robotics use, technologies of «augmented
or augmented reality», 6G technologies, Al, big data, biotechnology,
microrobots, biological robotic systems. The impact of this model
on increasing the efficiency of production activities, implementing
the principles of sustainable development, improving technological
processes, minimizing losses in technological processes, food waste
at the consumption stage, as well as the introduction of methods for
controlling emissions of harmful substances is systematized. The
promising concept of «Agricultural 6.0» of integrative agriculture
and its main elements are characterized: regenerative farming sys-
tems, circular economy, biorevolution, biofuels and bioenergy, car-
bon credits, etc. It is proven that this model contributes to achieving
the sustainability of agricultural production and increasing human
well-being based on the rational and sustainable use of natural re-
sources.

It is emphasized that domestic agricultural production is at the
stage of transition to a digital agriculture model, which involves
changes in practices and methods of implementing technological
operations at the level of all participants in the agri-food supply
chain. It is substantiated that the strategic development of Ukrainian
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agriculture should be oriented towards the implementation of mod-
ern innovative models, which requires the development of appro-
priate strategic programs with an effective set of organizational and
economic tools and measures to achieve innovative and sustainable
development of the industry.

Problem statement and analysis of recent
research. Changing technological patterns cre-
ate new market opportunities that create condi-
tions for increasing the competitiveness of indi-
vidual industries and the economy of countries.
Our country has achieved significant results in
ensuring food security and is among the lead-
ing agrarian states that play an important role in
shaping export supplies to the world agri-food
market. The main elements of the country's ag-
ricultural development were investments and
improving the quality of internal organizational
management, increasing the purchasing power of
the population, however, this industry is current-
ly under the influence of global challenges, war
in the country and other negative factors, which
necessitates the transition to a new technological
level in order to preserve and strengthen its role
in the national and foreign markets.

It should be noted that digital transforma-
tion is considered as the process of transition of
socio-economic systems to a qualitatively new
level of use of digital technologies in accordance
with the strategy of transition to a development
model and implementation of priority areas of
the digital economy formation. The global goal
of digital transformation, from the point of view
of society, can be defined as the formation of a
new information and technological system, that
is, a high-quality environment for social devel-
opment [1]. At the same time, local goals can be
defined as a set of guidelines for the develop-
ment of society, which reflect the positive effects
of digital transformation.

It is obvious that technological innovations
in agriculture are an element of overcoming pov-
erty and stimulating economic growth in society,
which is relevant for the current conditions of
development of the world community. Thus, ac-
cording to the World Bank forecasts, by 2050 the
world population will reach almost 10 billion in-
habitants, which implies a doubling of consumer
demand for agri-food [2]. However, today the
goal of overcoming hunger in the world by 2030
is difficult to achieve, since new and existing
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military conflicts are emerging in various agrari-
an countries, the impact of global climate change
is increasing and, as a result, high prices for agri-
food lead to a deterioration in food security.

Agriculture has always been considered the
basis of survival and prosperity of mankind, its
development took place in parallel with innova-
tive paradigms of industrial development, and
therefore each stage introduced significant chang-
es in agricultural production technologies [3].
At the same time, the studied industry has cer-
tain limitations, such as lack of experience and
IT infrastructure, which prevent the rapid im-
plementation of technological breakthroughs,
overcoming which should be the main goal of
strategic agricultural programs during the post-
war recovery of our country.

The evolution of technological achievements
in agriculture is considered on the basis of their
development from traditional systems to the
concepts of “Agricultural 5.0” and “Agricultural
6.0”, which involve the use of Internet of Things
(IoT) technology, big data, geolocation systems
(GPS), unmanned aerial vehicles (UAVs), sen-
sors, 3D printing, information management
systems, robotic artificial intelligence systems,
etc. [4-6]. There is no doubt that the use of the
above technologies, as well as the development
of intelligent solar and wind energy systems, the
introduction of water desalination technologies
and other breakthrough innovative develop-
ments should become priority areas for the de-
velopment of “smart” agriculture. It should be
noted that the introduction of new technologies
and innovative developments takes place not
only in the field of agriculture, but at the level
of all participants in agri-food chains [7]. At the
same time, the intensity of the implementation
of available innovative products and services in
domestic practice will depend on numerous fac-
tors, among which it should be noted the victori-
ous end of the war, since otherwise the period of
full adaptation to the latest technologies can be
very long. Under such conditions, there is a need
to develop and implement unified approaches
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to justifying strategic priorities for the develop-
ment of agriculture on the basis of the latest con-
ceptual models of technological transformation
of the industry.

The purpose of the research is to study the
conceptual foundations of modern agricultur-
al development models "Agricultural 5.0" and
"Agricultural 6.0", systematize the main tech-
nologies and practices of their practical use by
agricultural producers, and substantiate the areas
of influence on the prospective development of
the industry under study.

Material and methods. The theoretical ba-
sis of the study was the scientific works of do-
mestic and foreign scientists on the evolution of
technological changes in agriculture, the concep-
tual foundations of the models "Agricultural 5.0"
and "Agricultural 6.0", as well as the directions
of their influence on the future development of
the industry under study.

When conducting the study, such scientific
methods as systemic and scenario approaches,
quantitative and qualitative comparisons were
used. The study also used the following meth-
ods: theoretical generalization when formulating
tasks; induction and deduction when revealing
the main elements of modern models implemen-
tation of agricultural development; monographic
and abstract-logical for a comprehensive and in-
depth study of individual phenomena, processes
that arise as a result of the models implemen-
tation "Agricultural 5.0" and "Agricultural 6.0",
identifying cause-and-effect relationships of
their influence on the performance indicators of
agricultural production and substantiating pri-
ority areas of industry development, as well as
presenting conclusions.

The information base of the study includes
scientific publications in the scientometric data-
bases "Scopus" and "Web of Science", as well as
scientific data obtained by domestic researchers.
The use of the bibliometric analysis method in
the study allowed to structure knowledge in the
field of the latest conceptual models of techno-
logical transformation of the industry and the
directions of their influence on the strategic de-
velopment of agriculture.

Research results and discussion. The evo-
lution of technological development is char-
acterized by successive changes in the stages
of industrial revolutions, each of which led to
significant changes in society and the economy.
Thus, the development of agriculture within the
framework of the “Agricultural 1.0” model was
characterized by traditional methods of produc-

tion of dairy and crop products based on the
intensive use of labor, productive and working
livestock, poultry, and energy of various types
[8]. This approach ensures a low level of produc-
tivity of agricultural production with a predom-
inance of manual labor. This model is usually
adapted to local conditions, labor-intensive, has
a diversified structure of production of the main
types of products in small volumes, which is the
basis for achieving sustainable development of
rural areas. It is obvious that family farms most
successfully represent this approach to farming.

As for the Agricultural 2.0 model, the main
elements of its implementation were the intro-
duction of agricultural machinery, mineral fer-
tilizers, pesticides, herbicides, and high-quality
seed materials into production activities, which
contributed to an increase in production volumes
based on a significant increase in crop yields and
animal and poultry productivity. It was during
this period that scientifically sound methods of
managing technological processes in crop and
livestock production appeared, as well as new
technologies, synthetic means of production, and
chemical pesticides for large-scale production.
Thus, the transition of agricultural production
to the Agricultural 2.0 model contributed to its
modernization, which is called the Green Rev-
olution in scientific literature, which ensured an
increase in the efficiency of agricultural produc-
tion and food production based on the active use
of scientific research results and a decrease in its
vulnerability to natural and climatic conditions.

This approach led to intensive use of the pro-
duction potential of agriculture, which focused
on increasing the volume of agricultural produc-
tion based on increasing crop yields and produc-
tivity of farm animals and poultry, which led to
an increase in the negative impact of the industry
on the environment and neglected the social de-
velopment of rural areas. Thus, intensive use of
natural resources in agricultural production led
to pollution of groundwater and surface waters,
widespread soil erosion and transformation of
landscapes with the loss of national, cultural and
household values in rural areas [9].

The next stage in the technological develop-
ment of agricultural production is associated with
the conceptual model "Agricultural 3.0", which
is based on the active development of computer-
ization and software products. The transition to
this model of agricultural production led to the
fact that agricultural technical resources, previ-
ously controlled by a person, began to use GPS
signals, which increased the efficiency of techno-
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logical operations. These models of agricultural
production provided a partial solution to global
problems and challenges, since, for example, the
model of precision agriculture reduced the need
for mineral fertilizers, pesticides, herbicides and
optimized irrigation systems [10].

It is known that after 2010, sensor technol-
ogies, high-speed mobile communications, and
analytics of large data sets began to be used
in agricultural production. Thus, the Internet
of Things (IoT) technology is one of the tech-
nologies of Industry 4.0 and a key component
of agricultural programs in the Agriculture 4.0
model, which allows transmitting raw data col-
lected by various sensors to the cloud. Thanks to
sensor technology, information such as the type
of fertilizer to be used, soil condition, moisture
and nutrient parameters in the soil, the estimat-
ed time of harvest and weather conditions help
farmers make rational management decisions
for production, as a result of which production
costs are optimized and agricultural production
productivity is ensured [11].

Digital agriculture encompasses digital and
geospatial technologies for monitoring, assess-
ing and managing soil, climate and genetic re-
sources, illustrating that they are an effective
response to new challenges in balancing eco-
nomic, environmental and social aspects and
achieving sustainable agriculture and rural areas
[12]. There is no doubt that the digitalization of
agriculture leads to the manifestation of certain
problems, the which solution requires domestic
agricultural science and education to move to a
critical review of priority areas of scientific re-
search and educational programs for training ag-
ricultural specialists.

It should be noted that the concept of "Ag-
riculture 4.0" involves the use of a complex of
digital technologies in agricultural production,
which contribute to increasing the competitive-
ness of the industry in domestic and foreign
markets. Among the priority areas for the devel-
opment of the domestic agri-food industry, such
issues as ensuring the physical and economic
availability of food, food safety, the formation
of agri-food chains with high added value, as
well as reducing the volume of losses of agri-
cultural products in technological processes
and food waste [13, 14]. In addition, domestic
producers of agri-food products have not yet
implemented smart technologies in the func-
tioning of safe and transparent agri-food chains
at the level of each of its participants, which
would prevent the risks of the spread of low-
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quality products and increase the competitive-
ness of food.

Thus, the Agriculture 4.0 model involves
the use of IoT technologies, big data, artificial
intelligence and robotics, which is called “dig-
ital agriculture”, “smart agriculture”. Increas-
ing demand in the global agri-food market for
high-quality and safe food products motivates
agricultural producers, food industry enterpris-
es, and distribution logistics infrastructure orga-
nizations to digitize technological processes of
production, processing, transportation and pro-
motion of agricultural products. It is obvious that
effective management of material, information
and financial flows between participants in agri-
food supply chains will contribute to the creation
of value at the level of each participant by form-
ing friendly partnerships, optimizing parameters
such as volume, costs, speed and quality of sup-
plies. It is known that digital programs used for
planning and managing agricultural production
generate large amounts of information, the pro-
cessing and analysis of which has become possi-
ble based on the introduction of information and
communication technologies (ICT). It is the im-
plementation of integrated ICT technologies that
will provide the management of each participant
in the agricultural supply chain with access to re-
liable information, the use of which will ensure
the adoption of rational management decisions.

Thus, the “Agriculture 4.0” model focuses
on precision farming technologies, IoT, and the
use of large data sets to increase the efficiency
of agricultural production. Thanks to the use of
the listed tools in practical activities, agricultur-
al producers have the opportunity to avoid pro-
duction losses and waste based on calculating
the exact amount of water and mineral fertilizer
needs, and timely detection of the onset of in-
dividual diseases and pests in plants and ani-
mals on the farm. This model involves the use
of artificial intelligence (AI) to accumulate large
data sets, assess the current situation, and pro-
pose management decisions in real time, which
allows for the prompt adoption of effective man-
agement decisions for the effective development
of agricultural production.

As experts note, digitalization and the use of
digital data have fundamentally changed the tech-
nological processes of agricultural production and
processing, food manufacturing, which leads to
radical changes in agri-food chains. These techno-
logical changes are currently under the influence
of a new stage of digitalization and technological
progress, which is accompanied by the further
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development of information technologies, such as
cloud computing, big data analytics and AL, which
accelerate the process of digitalization [15]. To-
day, digital data has become a new type of busi-
ness resource, which, in combination with digital
technologies, has allowed to integrate all tech-
nological processes of agri-food production and
goods movement into the value chain, as a result
of which the conditions for implementing busi-
ness processes have changed, which is the next
“technological revolution” in agriculture [16].

As researchers emphasize, the digitaliza-
tion of agriculture creates not only new oppor-
tunities, but also causes certain negative conse-
quences. Thus, among the advantages of digita-
lization, it should be noted that it contributes to
increasing the efficiency of the use of material
and technical resources, has a positive effect on
climate change, biodiversity, animal welfare, in-
creases the transparency and traceability of food
production. In addition, digitalization expands
the possibilities for the spread of sustainable and
environmentally friendly agricultural practices,
as more precise use of nutrients and/or pesti-
cides, herbicides is used, as a result of which the
negative impact on the environment is reduced.
In addition, there are opportunities to establish
systematic monitoring of technological process-
es and improve the quality of information pro-
vided by digital technologies, on the basis of
which management decisions are made.

The digitalization of agriculture creates op-
portunities for mitigating global climate change,
the degradation of agricultural land and the in-
crease in the world's population due to the fact
that technological progress has led to a sharp
increase in crop yields and productivity of farm
animals and poultry, as well as the efficiency
of agricultural production, but has increased
environmental risks. First of all, transforma-
tional processes in agriculture have also led to
changes in socio-technological development
and increased the risk of increasing inequality in
access to new technologies due to different fi-
nancial capabilities of agricultural producers. In
addition, there is a risk of data misuse among ag-
ricultural producers: agricultural producers dis-
close personal data about the management of the
enterprise, but are poorly informed about how
this information is stored, used and controlled.
Finally, the implementation of digitalization
by agricultural enterprises requires them to use
more complex technical systems, which entails
the risks of internal system failures, threats to the
cybersecurity of digital systems.

We share the opinion of researchers who
emphasize that digitalization can affect employ-
ment patterns in rural areas through job losses
or the emergence of new types of employment
[17]. At the same time, the digitalization of ag-
riculture contributes to ensuring food safety by
preventing risks and rational decision-making in
agri-food supply chains.

The development of new models of digita-
lization of agri-food supply chains creates op-
portunities and a need to generate large amounts
of information, on the basis of which systematic
monitoring of food quality and safety is ensured,
compliance with safety rules in technological
processes and tracking the movement of prod-
ucts in supply chains, labeling, etc. There is
no doubt that the ability to collect and analyze
large amounts of data has played a revolution-
ary role in providing farmers with the opportu-
nity to obtain more information to substantiate
rational management decisions in agricultural
production. It should be noted that until recent-
ly, agricultural producers lacked information for
making decisions on the rational use of produc-
tion resources, protecting crops from pests and
diseases, as well as preserving livestock and
poultry, and quickly adapting to changing weath-
er conditions, which, with the introduction of
digital technologies, makes it possible to control
and analyze technological processes in real time.
Thus, the Agriculture 4.0 model provides pro-
ducers with the opportunity to create large data
sets and use them when making management de-
cisions, which contributes to the development of
measures to improve technological production
processes, increase efficiency and achieve sus-
tainability of agricultural production.

Further development of digital products and
innovative developments in the field of agri-
culture was oriented towards adherence to the
principles of sustainable and innovative devel-
opment, in particular the development of au-
tonomous automated decision-making systems
based on robotic complexes, which led to the
justification of the concept of “Agricultural 5.0”.
The latest model of agricultural development
characterizes an innovative era in which inno-
vative technologies are introduced to increase
the efficiency of production activities and its
sustainability. Thus, the use of robotics, “aug-
mented or augmented reality” technologies and
6G technologies is progress in the development
of the studied industry, which contributes to the
establishment of real-time monitoring and au-
tomation of technological processes of agricul-
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tural production. Artificial intelligence and big
data play an important role in the effectiveness
of the “Agriculture 5.0” model, as they provide
valuable information for making management
decisions based on data analysis and developing
relevant forecasts.

The concept of "Agricultural 5.0" plays an
important role in achieving the principles of sus-
tainable development based on increasing the
efficiency of agricultural activities and the sus-
tainability of agribusiness enterprises. This mod-
el is oriented towards improving technological
processes based on their automation, minimizing
losses in the production, transportation and stor-
age of agricultural products, food waste, as well
as introducing methods for controlling harmful
emissions into the environment. As experts note,
the combination of intelligent machines and sys-
tems in agriculture allows optimizing the use of
land and water resources, reducing the use of
pesticides and fertilizers, and reducing costs. An
important aspect is also minimizing the risk of
accidents when performing technological oper-
ations in extreme conditions, mountainous ter-
rain, steep slopes, etc. In addition, intelligent
machines and systems lead to the creation of an
appropriate digital infrastructure that will ensure
interaction and exchange of information between
numerous agricultural producers [18]. If proper-
ly designed, automated agricultural machines
help reduce the workload of farm workers, as
they allow one worker to remotely control many
units from the main control point [19]. Obvious-
ly, the effectiveness of the automated system will
depend on the farmer’s ability to quickly receive
information from each production unit via an in-
terface and use it to make operational manage-
ment decisions.

An important element of the “Agricultural
5.0” model is biotechnology, which allows the
agricultural producer to be more efficient while
simultaneously reducing the negative impact on
the environment [20]. Thus, biological technol-
ogies used in agriculture include solar energy
production, water harvesting and conservation,
etc. It should be noted that biotechnology has be-
come widely used in agriculture, which allows to
increase crop yields and increase the productivi-
ty of farm animals and poultry.

One of the elements of the Agricultural 5.0
model is microrobots that can perform special
tasks. It is known that scientists from the Uni-
versity of Exeter (Great Britain) have developed
biohybrid microrobots that integrate synthetic
and biological elements to perform nanoscale
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biochemical procedures with very high precision
[21]. As experts emphasize, biological robotic
systems have unique properties, but require sig-
nificant costs. This is explained by the fact that,
unlike robots with a rigid body, soft biocompos-
ite materials are expensive, as they include arti-
ficial intelligence [22].

Let us consider the next element of this
model, which is the technology of digital twins
(Digital Twin), which is characterized by a high
potential for bringing “smart agriculture” to a
higher level of productivity and sustainabili-
ty. Digital twin technology is a multi-scale and
probabilistic simulation model that uses modern
sensors and models to reproduce real conditions
in the digital sphere and vice versa [23]. So, the
technology "digital twin" is a computer program
that accepts as input data - parameters about the
real state of an object or system, and generates,
as output data, forecasts or modeling scenarios
of their impact on individual technological pro-
cesses or the enterprise as a whole. The scientific
literature provides numerous areas of application
of this technology in agricultural production, in
particular in precision agriculture, smart live-
stock (digital twin platforms Prefix, Ditto and
Watson), vertical farming [24].

One of the elements of the concept of "Ag-
ricultural 5.0" is the fifth generation of mobile
technologies (5G), which have certain limita-
tions due to: high cost of infrastructure; limited
coverage area; guarantee of high security [25].
According to preliminary estimates, the 6G net-
work will be adapted for combined communica-
tions and perception based on their conversion
into a sensor to create a digital sixth sense, which
increases human intelligence, will provide ubiqg-
uitous wireless connectivity and access for less
affluent segments of the population. Undoubt-
edly, the full use of the potential of Agriculture
5.0 technology depends on the creation of an
appropriate state structure and digital infrastruc-
ture that would provide support for agricultural
producers to implement innovative technologies,
organize training and practical training for be-
ginners to learn how to use them.

At the same time, it is necessary to take into
account that technological industrialization and
modernization of agricultural production in-
creases environmental risks, such as soil quality
degradation, erosion, compaction and pollution.
In addition, it is important to consider social
problems that may arise when implementing the
“Agricultural 5.0” model. Taking into account the
above, there is a need to introduce ecologically
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and climate-oriented technologies for the pro-
duction of agricultural products, as well as de-
velop programs for the development of entrepre-
neurial initiative among residents of rural areas.
Let us consider the next stage of technological
renewal of agriculture, which is envisaged by the
new concept of “Agricultural 6.0”. This model
clearly demonstrates the desire to achieve the
Sustainable Development Goals based on the ra-
tional use of production resources and minimal
negative impact on the environment, which will
allow leaving conditions no worse than the cur-
rent ones for future generations. This means that
in the near future, the relationship between hu-
mans, agriculture and nature should be balanced
on the basis of making management decisions in
agriculture taking into account the requirements
of environmental conservation and ecosystem
restoration, which will contribute to increasing
the well-being of the population, achieving eco-
logical balance and preserving biodiversity.

This model uses regenerative farming sys-
tems, which include moisture and soil conserva-
tion farming, organic farming, innovative bios-
ecurity and biosafety systems that contribute to
the restoration of soil and environmental quality.
In addition, the implementation of the No-Till
farming system makes it possible to prevent soil
erosion, ensure water retention and increase car-
bon absorption by the system [26]. Another prac-
tice is integrated pest management based on the
use of biological products, which, in addition to
plant protection, contribute to the release, trans-
fer and circulation of essential nutrients from the
soil to the plant.

Another technological solution of the Ag-
ricultural 6.0 concept is the circular economy,
which involves the reuse of resources. The cir-
cular economy provides the following benefits:
waste disposal; reduction of negative impact on
the environment; reduction of the use of natural
resources; savings due to a closed production cy-
cle; use of innovative methods of consumption
and production; creation of new jobs [27]. Thus,
the circular economy increases the productivity
of agriculture by reducing waste and replacing
disposal with reuse flows. It is obvious that this
production model is important for agriculture, as
it ensures the transformation of waste into new
value-added products, such as biofertilizers, bio-
energy and biomolecules.

It should be noted that the components of the
promising concept of agriculture are the devel-
opment of biotechnology, bioeconomy, bioeco-
logy, bioresources, methods of synthetic biology

and genetic engineering. One of the strategic di-
rections of agricultural development is also the
production of biofuels and of bioenergy energy.

Generalized characteristics of agricultural
development concepts are presented in Table 1.

Undoubtedly, agriculture is the leading sec-
tor of our country's economy, which demon-
strates sustainable development in times of war,
as it creates up to 10% of GDP and over 40%
of foreign exchange export earnings. However,
given the increasing impact of global climate
change and the destruction and restrictions on
the use of the resource potential of agricultural
production caused by military actions, we should
expect an increase in the downward dynamics in
the volume of production. It is known that mili-
tary actions have made almost 5 million hectares
(12%) inaccessible for agricultural production
[28]. This situation requires comprehensive sup-
port for agricultural producers in implementing
innovations, investing in the construction of ir-
rigation systems, implementing digital technol-
ogies and sustainable management practices.
Thus, in 2024, almost $1.2 billion was invest-
ed in the modernization of agriculture, namely:
drones for monitoring crops (15% of farms have
implemented the technology); precision farm-
ing; organic farming.

It is obvious that the strategic development
of agriculture in our country should be orient-
ed towards modern innovative models. It should
be noted that the transition from one concept of
agriculture to another occurs sequentially, which
requires the development of appropriate strategic
programs with an effective set of organizational
and economic tools and measures to implement
the corresponding model. It is known that in
Ukraine an Agrotech development strategy has
been developed, which provides for the develop-
ment of the direction of digitalization, automa-
tion and increasing the efficiency of agriculture
and the food industry [29]. The developed doc-
ument will contribute to the creation of condi-
tions for the introduction of digital technologies,
Al, the Internet of Things and robotic systems
into agricultural production, which will allow
accelerating the transition to Agricultural 5.0
technology in domestic practice. The implemen-
tation of this strategy will ensure the solution
of the following tasks: production of agri-food
with high added value; labor shortage; carrying
out demining work and improving the quality of
agricultural lands; adaptation of agricultural pro-
ducers to climate change; modernization of the
livestock industry.

Conclusions. The obtained research results
allow us to conclude that technological prog-
ress over a long period of time has significantly
transformed agriculture and production systems.
Today, innovative methods, practices and tech-
nologies are being introduced into agricultural
production that increase its efficiency and sus-
tainability.

Today, domestic agricultural production is
at the stage of transition to a digital agriculture
model, which involves changes in practices and
methods of performing technological operations
at the level of all participants in the agri-food
supply chain. The introduction of digital tech-
nologies leads to the modernization of produc-
tion activities and places demands on agricul-
tural workers in the development of new skills
and competencies. In addition, digitalization has
opened a new stage of agricultural transforma-
tion, an important part of which are digital plat-
forms that open up new opportunities for imple-
menting the principles of sustainable develop-
ment in agricultural practice.

The main priorities of the strategic develop-
ment of domestic agriculture are the introduc-
tion of such technologies as: information and
communication; digital; "smart" agriculture;
Internet of Things; sensor technologies; un-
manned aerial vehicles; robotic systems; large
data sets, etc. We believe that the implementa-
tion of the latest models of agricultural devel-
opment in national conditions requires the de-
velopment of appropriate strategic programs, in
which it is advisable to combine organizational
and economic tools for achieving innovative
and sustainable development of the industry.
As for agricultural science, there is a need to
develop methodological approaches to assess-
ing the level of digitalization of agricultural
production, especially the concepts of "smart
agriculture" and "precision agriculture". It is
obvious that the promising model of agricultur-
al development "Agricultural 6.0" represents a
paradigm shift that combines the principles of
innovative and sustainable development, which
will contribute to strengthening the country's
position in the global market as a supplier of
competitive agri-food products. The integrated
agricultural model involves the rational use of
resource potential based on the development
of bioeconomy, circular economy, biofuels,
renewable technologies, and other innovative
developments, which will allow achieving bal-
anced development between human well-being
and the environment.

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Current conjuncture and forecast of the poul-
try meat market

The article examines the current state of the poul-
try meat market in Ukraine. The authors made a crit-
ical analysis of the available statistical information
regarding the formation of supply and demand in the
poultry meat market in Ukraine for the period 2021-
2024. The first place in providing the population with
meat in Ukraine and in the world is the poultry meat
market. Poultry meat market is functioning under un-
predictability and many new challenges. In 2024, the
poultry meat market continued to be the main meat
market, despite the negative factors that prevented
its development. In particular, a significant increase
in the cost of production as a result of the rise in
price of cereals and oilseeds, feed additives, veteri-
nary preparations, the cost of electricity and logistics
costs. In addition, such challenges as continuation of
martial law, staff deficiency, tax increases, reduction
of consumers and their purchasing power should be
distinguished. Businesses are found to be in constant
search for sources of cost optimization.

It is proved that domestic production of poultry
meat is fully in domestic demand and has reserves
for export increase. The share of poultry meat in the
structure of meat consumption in Ukraine is almost
50 %. However, the personal consumption fund has
decreased significantly as a result of reducing the
population in the country. It has been proven that
poultry meat market is characterized by a trend of
price fluctuations. At the same time, a key factor that
now affects the price situation in the poultry market
is the war and all its negative effects. It is determined
that domestic demand and growing exports ensure
market development. It is established that through in-
novation in the technologies of keeping and cultiva-
tion of poultry, you can more effectively use available
resources, reaching maximum productivity and re-
ducing costs. The forecast of the poultry meat market
in Ukraine has been developed.

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The world sugar market and Ukraine's place
in it

The article analyzes the current situation in the
world sugar market, in particular, an analysis of sugar
production and consumption, sugar exports and im-
ports, the price situation on world exchanges, both
for beet sugar and for cane sugar. It is noted that
Ukraine's influence on the world sugar market is not
significant, since its share in global production barely
exceeds 1%.

It is established that the largest sugar producers in
the world are Brazil, India, the EU, China and Thai-
land, whose share in global production reaches 60%
every year. In some years, the top five may include
other countries, in particular the USA and Pakistan, it
is the first five that are decisive from the point of view
of the world market.

The author notes that the main world producers
of cane sugar are Brazil and India, and the largest
producers of both sugar beets and, accordingly, beet
sugar are the countries of the European Union.

China and the USA combine the cultivation of
sugar beets and sugar cane and, accordingly, the pro-
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duction of sugar from them. It is argued that the pres-
ervation of sugar beet cultivation, despite cheaper
cane, is a reflection of global trends in the confron-
tation between beet and cane sugar production and
indicates the strategic importance of sugar beets in
maintaining the balance of agricultural production.
Among the main exporting countries, Brazil is
highlighted, which has been the world leader in
sugar exports for several decades in a row and tra-
ditionally exports 60-75% of sugar produced. Fluc-
tuations in this indicator depend on the volume of
domestic production and the situation on the world
market.

It is noted that on the world market over the past
five years, world prices for white sugar and raw sugar
have almost doubled. An increase in world prices for

sugar is predicted, which is due to a decrease in the
production of raw sugar and sugar in Brazil due to a
prolonged drought and an increase in the use of sugar
cane for ethanol production in this country.

It was concluded that for the further development
of the domestic sugar market it is necessary to inten-
sify trade in sweet products, to search for its niche in
the world sugar market, having the need for this and
potential opportunities. At the state level, it is neces-
sary to determine the place of Ukraine in world sugar
production, export opportunities, competitiveness of
domestic sugar products in the world market, in order
to develop an export-import policy for this strategi-
cally important product for the country in the future.

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Human capital management of an enterprise
in the digital economy

The article demonstrates that Ukrainian enter-
prises have a fairly high indicator of the level of hu-
man capital development, since in the pre-war period
the country was among the countries whose popula-
tion has an average high level of knowledge, skills,

experience and social qualities. As a result of the be-
ginning of full-scale Russian aggression, Ukrainian
society faced the greatest military crisis of the 21st
century, overcoming the consequences of which will
also require finding ways to develop the enterprise’s
labor resources. The purpose of the article is to an-
alyze models of human capital development of an
enterprise in the conditions of the digital economy.
The implementation of the proposed goal involved
the use of certain scientific methods, in particular,
content analysis, system method, conceptual analysis.
The results indicate that the restoration of the enter-
prise’s labor potential is possible taking into account
certain general principles. This is about the active de-
velopment of educational processes as a significant
tool for adapting to economic changes in the con-
ditions of digitalization of production. Concern for
improving the educational level of employees of the
enterprise should adapt to the requirements of more
developed democratic countries, demonstrate more
interest in improving their qualifications. Given that
the educational system is based on a number of fac-
tors, it is worth highlighting such as the availability of
education that takes into account modern trends and
approaches (for example, digitalization). The role of
the enterprise in the formation of human capital capa-
ble of optimizing production processes and making
its products more competitive has been determined.
Accordingly, new models of human capital formation
of the enterprise are aimed at training new people,
well-trained and prepared. This will generally con-
tribute to the development of the enterprise’s labor
resources in the future. It has been demonstrated that
the development of the human capital of an enterprise
leads to an improvement in its economic indicators,
which, in turn, encourages employees to develop cer-
tain skills and abilities. In view of this, it is extremely
important during the revival of Ukraine’s economic
potential in the post-war period to combine human
capital and economic development. The conclusions
emphasize that the proper level of development of the
enterprise’s labor resources stimulates the growth of
its production efficiency, which leads to even greater
demand on the labor market.

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Scientific principles of risk research as an eco-
nomic category
Derkach O.

The article systematizes the scientific principles
of risk research as an economic science and defines
the main provisions of risk theory at each stage of its
development. It is emphasized that risk is an interdis-
ciplinary economic category, since the phenomenon
of uncertainty and risky decisions covers various ar-
eas of activity, in particular economics, management,
sociology, psychology, ecology, law and other fields.
It is concluded that an interdisciplinary approach al-

lows for a comprehensive study of the economic na-
ture of risk, which provides a deeper understanding
and development of rational approaches to its assess-
ment and management.

The stages of risk evolution theories are deter-
mined and the scientific principles of the category of
“risk” are summarized based on the study of theoretical
and methodological approaches of foreign and domes-
tic scientists. It is argued that the change in the stages
of development of risk theory occurred under the in-
fluence of the socio-economic conditions dynamics of
business structures functioning, the results of scientific
research, the complication of commodity-monetary
relations, the development of quantitative methods in
the study of economic systems and phenomena, the
methods development for assessing the behavior of
business entities and qualitative assessment of risk in
numerical values.

The scientific ideas and views of scientists on the
essence of the risk economic category are summa-
rized, on the basis of which the historical stages of its
development are supplemented by pre-classical and
integrated. It is substantiated that the prerequisites for
the transition from one stage of development of risk
theory to another are: the complication of commodi-
ty-monetary relations, the development and introduc-
tion of quantitative methods in the study of economic
phenomena and processes, the quantification of qual-
itative phenomena and processes.

It is established that in the economic literature
there is no single approach to understanding risk
and there is no universal concept of the phenomenon
under study, which is associated with its complexity
and multifacetedness. The author’s definition of the
risk category is proposed, the peculiarity of which
is the probabilistic nature of the event occurrence,
losses and new opportunities, as well as the absence
of a statement about the a priori awareness of the risk
by the business entity.

The scientific and theoretical provisions of the risk
theory are systematized, namely: risk is an economic
and managerial category; risk is an event that affects
or may affect the planned result; the consequences of
risk can be both negative and positive results, and not
only financial; risk management is the choice of an
alternative solution; the ability to predict risk.

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Scientific and applied principles of anti-crisis
management of agricultural enterprises

The article substantiates the scientific and ap-
plied principles of anti-crisis management of agricul-
tural enterprises and substantiates a universal system
of rational combination of the strategic principles and
anti-crisis management as the basis for ensuring their
flexible adaptation to crisis conditions and proactive
management of them. It is proved that ensuring the
economic stability of agricultural enterprises under
crisis conditions is possible provided that anti-crisis
management is improved, which should acquire the
features of the continuous management process and
be included in the strategic management system.

The author's definition of the concept of "anti-cri-
sis management principles" considers it as accepted
rules of conduct for conducting entrepreneurial activ-
ity, which are observed when implementing certain
management tasks, as a result of which management
effectiveness is increased and the organization of re-
lations between the management object and the envi-
ronment of its functioning is improved.

The principles of strategic management are gen-
eralized, among which the following principles are
highlighted: a systemic approach; development of
human and intellectual capital; systematic increase
in the general level of innovative activity; forma-
tion and development of partnership relations with
stakeholders; rational combination of investments
in tangible and intangible assets; preference for me-
dium-term planning over long-term; orientation to-
wards self-regulation and self-development; ESG
principles; orientation towards balance, not towards
economic growth.

The fundamental principles of anti-crisis man-
agement of the ISO 22361:2022 standard are high-
lighted, namely: clear delegation of authority and
management responsibility; risk management; mak-
ing managerial decisions. It is concluded that adher-
ence to these principles by agricultural enterprises
will ensure the creation of an effective crisis manage-
ment system, which will contribute to increasing its
economic stability and high readiness for unforeseen
events.

Ten key principles of anti-crisis management
are highlighted, the observance of which in the
practical activities of agricultural enterprises will
ensure the substantiated roadmap development
for overcoming the crisis. It is argued that the key
principles of enterprise anti-crisis management are:
the principle of preparation and planning; the prin-
ciple of objective and transparent communication;
the principle of leadership and operational deci-
sion-making; the principle of supporting employees
during a crisis; the principle of interaction effective
management with the media and social networks;
the principle of regular interaction with stakehold-
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ers; the principle of legal and ethical responsibility;
the principle of financial control; the principle of
learning and improvement; the recovery and resi-
lience principle.

The principles of anti-crisis management of ag-
ricultural enterprises activities are systematized in
terms of preventive, reactive and post-crisis, which
allows structuring anti-crisis management decisions
and measures by phases of the crisis and developing
a comprehensive, consistent action plan to overcome

them. A system of strategic principles and anti-crisis
management of agricultural enterprises activities is
prohibited, which is universal and allows their own-
ers and management not only to promptly respond to
manifestations of the crisis, but also to proactively
manage them.

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This study investigates the impact of exchange rate fluctuations,
specifically those affecting the Nigerian Naira against the US Dollar,
on the performance of the Nigerian financial market between 2013 and
2024. Given Nigeria’s heavy reliance on oil exports and its exposure
to external macroeconomic shocks, understanding the implications of
currency volatility on market behavior is crucial. This paper utilizes an
Autoregressive Distributed Lag (ARDL) model to capture both short-
term and long-term dynamics, incorporating inflation and interest rates
as control variables.

Monthly time-series data were collected from reputable financial
databases, including the International Monetary Fund (IMF) and
Investing.com. Stationarity was confirmed using the Augmented
Dickey-Fuller (ADF) test, while the Bounds Test confirmed the
existence of a cointegrated relationship among the variables. The
results indicate a statistically significant and negative relationship
between the Naira conversion rate and the NSE 30 Index, especially
in the short term, supporting the theory that currency depreciation
undermines investor confidence and market performance. Long-term
analysis also reveals that interest rates negatively influence the market
index, whereas inflation showed an insignificant impact within the
model’s structure.

These findings align with existing literature and reinforce the role
of currency stability in enhancing capital market growth in emerging
economies. The study concludes with policy recommendations
targeting exchange rate management, inflation control, and investor-
driven regulatory frameworks to foster economic resilience. The
originality of this study lies in its extended time frame, comprehensive
econometric modeling, and focus on integrated macro-financial
variables, which together offer valuable insights for policymakers,
investors, and scholars interested in financial market dynamics under
currency stress in resource-dependent economies like Nigeria.

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Problem statement and analysis of recent
research. Financial markets play a pivotal
role in the sustainable development of national
economies, particularly in developing countries
where financial integration and capital market
maturity remain limited. Among the many
macroeconomic factors affecting financial
market performance, exchange rate volatility
has emerged as one of the most disruptive [1].
In economies like Nigeria—where crude oil
exports dominate government revenues and
foreign reserves—exchange rate fluctuations,
especially between the Naira (NGN) and the
US Dollar (USD), have significant implications
for investor behavior, market confidence, and
capital flows.

The Nigerian Stock Exchange (NSE), being
highly exposed to global shocks and local
currency depreciation, frequently experiences
instability tied to external trade imbalances,
global oil price fluctuations, and speculative
pressures on the Naira [2]. While the Central
Bank of Nigeria has implemented a mix of
monetary tools and exchange rate regimes to
stabilize the currency, the persistent volatility
of the Naira continues to challenge the efficient
functioning of financial markets.

In recent years, several empirical studies
have examined the interaction between
exchange rate volatility and financial market
performance in emerging economies. For
example, Aderemi et al. (2020) [3], employed
an ARDL model to investigate the impact of
external debt and exchange rate fluctuations on
Nigeria's macroeconomic indicators, revealing
a strong inverse relationship between exchange
rate instability and stock market performance.
Tamunowariye & Anaele (2022) [4], also
confirmed the long-run adverse effects of
exchange rate volatility using ARDL techniques
in the context of oil-dependent economies.
Furthermore, studies such as Oseni (2016) [5]
and Umoru et al. (2023) [6], have incorporated
volatility modeling approaches like GARCH
and nonlinear estimations to reveal asymmetric
responses and contagion effects from global
markets. These findings reinforce the theoretical
expectation that unstable exchange rates distort
investor behavior, reduce market confidence,
and impair capital formation.

Despite  these  contributions, several
limitations remain in the literature. Many studies
focus on narrow time frames and often isolate the
exchange rate as the sole explanatory variable,
overlooking other critical macroeconomic
factors such as inflation and interest rates.
In addition, few studies provide a unified

framework that distinguishes between short-run
and long-run dynamics. To contribute to this
evolving literature, the present study applies the
Autoregressive Distributed Lag (ARDL) model
to investigate how fluctuations in exchange
rates, interest rates, and inflation collectively
affect stock market performance in Nigeria.
This approach is expected to yield insights
relevant to monetary authorities, investors, and
development policy experts.

Nigeria was selected as the case study due
to the availability of comprehensive and high-
frequency monthly data on exchange rates,
inflation, interest rates, and financial market
performance, which enables the effective
application ofeconometric models suchas ARDL,
the Nigerian financial market is relatively active
and responsive to macroeconomic variables,
providing a suitable empirical environment for
analyzing the dynamic relationship between
currency fluctuations and stock market
performance. Furthermore, Nigeria and Algeria
share several structural economic characteristics,
including a strong reliance on oil exports and
exposure to external shocks. This similarity
enhances the relevance of the findings, making
them potentially insightful for understanding
similar macro-financial challenges in the
Algerian context and other emerging economies.

The relationship between exchange rate
dynamics and financial market performance has
become a central concern in macroeconomic
literature, particularly in developing economies
where structural wvulnerabilities and external
shocks often amplify financial instability. In
Nigeria, recurrent depreciation of the Naira
largely driven by oil price volatility and global
monetary shifts—has undermined investor
confidence and disrupted the flow of capital
within the Nigerian Stock Exchange (NSE),
as demonstrated by Shittu, Marcus, and Acha
(2019) [7]. The country’s dependence on crude
oil exports further exposes its financial system
to speculative currency attacks and global
volatility spillovers, as suggested by Sikiru
and Salisu using time series data from January
2008 to June 2023 [8]. Several empirical studies
have explored the exchange rate—stock market
nexus using various econometric approaches.
For instance, Adeniyi et al. (2019) utilized the
ARDL model and found a long-run negative
relationship between currency depreciation and
stock returns in Nigeria [9].

In recent years, a growing body of literature
has investigated the dynamic interplay between
exchange rate volatility and stock market
performance across Africa. Ngondo& Khobai
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(2015) emphasized the impact of exchange
rate uncertainty on trade and capital flows in
South Africa [10], while Kouadio et al. (2020)
underscored the role of exchange rate stability
in attracting foreign investment in West Africa.
Akinlo, & (2021)[11] linked monetary shocks
to financial development in the CEMAC region,
Gobodi. (2020). applied the NARDL technique
in Zimbabwe [12], revealing asymmetric effects
of macroeconomic fluctuations on equity
markets.

In the Nigerian context, Ajala et al. (2021)
[13] highlighted that currency depreciation exerts
stronger adverse effects on stock returns than
appreciation. At the global level, Chang et al.
(2024) [14] investigated the exchange rate—stock
market linkage in Taiwan during the pandemic
period using the cross-quantilogram approach,
their results revealed a short-lived but significant
negative causality from currency movements
to stock returns, such findings highlight how
currency shocks can affect investor behavior even
in more developed financial systems. In contrast,
emerging markets like Nigeria tend to experience
more persistent volatility effects, as shown in
studies by Ogunsanya & Adamson (2024), [15]
examined exchange rate movements and equity
returns in Sub-Saharan Africa and confirmed a
unidirectional causality from stock performance
to exchange rate behavior. Atipaga et al. (2024)
[16] and Yaya et al. (2024) [17] added evidence
of strong cross-market connectedness under
volatility regimes using wavelet and quantile
VAR models, respectively.

Further contributions include Msomi &
Ngalawa (2024) [18], who confirmed the
responsiveness of exchange rates to shifts in
monetary fundamentals. Additionally, Watard et
al. (2024) [19] confirmed significant volatility
spillovers among African markets, while Rufai
et al. (2023) [20]and Kemoe et al. (2024) [21]
emphasized the inflationary and financial stress
implications of currency instability in the region.

Despite these significant contributions,
several limitations persist in the existing
literature. First, many studies rely on short
sample periods or country-specific shocks such
as the COVID-19 pandemic or commodity
price collapses without capturing the full
macroeconomic evolution over a longer horizon.
This narrow scope may overlook structural and
policy-driven changes that affect the exchange
rate—stock market relationship in the long term.
Second, while numerous studies focus solely on
the exchange rate variable, relatively few adopt
a comprehensive macro-financial framework
that simultaneously incorporates inflation and
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interest rates key monetary policy instruments
that influence investor expectations and market
behavior.

Moreover, limited attention has been paid
to the asymmetry and nonlinearity of these
relationships, especially in African economies
where market inefficiencies and policy rigidities
prevail. The reliance on linear models in such
settings may lead to incomplete or biased
interpretations. Another critical gap lies in the
lack of integration between diagnostic testing,
short-run dynamics, and long-run equilibrium
analysis, particularly when using monthly data
that reflect higher-frequency market responses.

To address these gaps, the present study
employs the Autoregressive Distributed Lag
(ARDL) modeling framework to analyze the
short-run and long-run effects of exchange rate
movements, inflation, and interest rates on stock
market performance in Nigeria. By using monthly
data from 2013 to 2024, the research applies an
integrated ARDL model to offer a nuanced and
time-sensitive assessment of macro-financial
interactions, aiming to inform both academic
debates and practical policymaking in emerging
economies.

To achieve its main objective, the present
study is structured around the following scientif-
ic and practical tasks: to review and synthesize
existing theoretical and empirical literature that
examines the relationship between exchange rate
dynamics and stock market behavior in devel-
oping economies, with particular emphasis on
oil-exporting nations such as Nigeria; To identify
both the short-run and long-run effects of fluctu-
ations in the Naira—US Dollar exchange rate on
the performance of the Nigerian Stock Exchange
(NSE 30 Index), while accounting for inflation
and interest rates as key macroeconomic control
variables; To apply the Autoregressive Distrib-
uted Lag (ARDL) modeling framework in or-
der to analyze both immediate (short-term) and
equilibrium (long-term) interactions among the
selected macroeconomic variables using monthly
time-series data covering the period from 2013 to
2024; To conduct diagnostic tests for stationarity,
cointegration, and error correction mechanisms,
utilizing advanced econometric tools such as the
Augmented Dickey-Fuller (ADF) test and the
Bounds Test approach, in order to ensure robust-
ness and model validity; To interpret and contex-
tualize the empirical results within established
macroeconomic frameworks, including theories
such as Purchasing Power Parity (PPP), Interest
Rate Parity (IRP), and the Efficient Market Hy-
pothesis (EMH), while also comparing findings
with recent empirical studies; To propose poli-
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cy-relevant recommendations aimed at enhancing
the effectiveness of exchange rate management
strategies and strengthening the resilience of Ni-
geria’s capital markets amid persistent macroeco-
nomic volatility and global financial uncertainty,
and based on the research objectives, the follow-
ing hypotheses were formulated: Hoi: Exchange
rate fluctuations do not significantly affect the
performance of the Nigerian stock market; Hu:
Exchange rate fluctuations have a significant im-
pact on the NSE 30 Index. Hoz: Inflation and inter-
est rates do not significantly influence the NSE 30
Index in the long run; Hi2: Inflation and interest
rates significantly influence the NSE 30 Index in
the long run.

The aim of the study. The purpose of this
study is to empirically investigate the impact
of exchange rate fluctuations on stock market
performance in Nigeria during the period
2013-2024. Specifically, it examines both the
short- and long-term effects of exchange rate
movements, inflation, and interest rates on the
NSE 30 Index, using the ARDL econometric
model. The findings aim to inform monetary
policy decisions in emerging economies.

Materials and Methods of Research.
This study employs a quantitative econometric
approach based on monthly time-series data
covering the period from January 2013 to
September 2024. The variables used in the
analysis include the Nigerian Naira to US Dollar
exchange rate, the NSE 30 Index, inflation rate,
and interest rate. These indicators were selected
due to their macroeconomic significance and
availability of reliable data.

The data for exchange rate, inflation, and
interest rates were collected from the official
databases of the International Monetary Fund
(IMF), while the NSE 30 Index data were
obtained from Investing.com. Prior to analysis,
all data series were examined for completeness,
consistency, and accuracy.

To explore the dynamic relationships
among the variables, the study applies the
Autoregressive Distributed Lag (ARDL) model
developed by Pesaran and Shin (1998). This
method is particularly suitable for analyzing
datasets with variables that are integrated at
different orders specifically 1(0) and I(1) and
is known for its effectiveness with small and
moderate sample sizes, making it appropriate for
emerging market economies.

Definition of Key Variables

Nigerian Naira Conversion Rate (NGN/
USD). Thisrepresents the official monthly average
exchange rate of the Nigerian Naira against the
US Dollar. It reflects the external value of the

domestic currency and serves as a key indicator
of Nigeria’s international competitiveness and
macroeconomic stability [22].

Stock Market Index (NSE 30 Index):
The NSE 30 Index is a benchmark index of
the Nigerian Stock Exchange, representing
the performance of 30 of the most capitalized
and liquid companies listed on the exchange.
It is used as a proxy for overall stock market
performance and investor sentiment [23].

Inflation Rate: Measured as the year-on-year
percentage change in the Consumer Price Index
(CPI), the inflation rate indicates the rate at which
the general level of prices for goods and services
is rising, thereby eroding purchasing power [24].

Interest Rate: This refers to the Central
Bank of Nigeria’s Monetary Policy Rate (MPR),
which influences borrowing costs, investment
decisions, and the general liquidity conditions in
the economy|[25].

The methodological process began with
stationarity testing using the Augmented Dickey-
Fuller (ADF) test to determine the integration
order of each variable. Ensuring that none of
the variables are 1(2) is a critical assumption
for applying the ARDL model. Following this,
optimal lag lengths were identified using the
Akaike Information Criterion (AIC), helping
to reduce autocorrelation and ensure accurate
model specification.

Subsequently, the bound’s testing approach
was conducted to assess the presence of a long-run
cointegration relationship among the variables.
Upon confirmation of cointegration, the ARDL
model was estimated to determine both short-
term fluctuations and long-term equilibrium
relationships. The inclusion of an error correction
term (ECT) allowed for the measurement of the
speed of adjustment toward long-run equilibrium
following short-term disturbances.

To ensure the robustness and validity of
the results, a series of diagnostic tests were
performed. These included the Breusch-Godfrey
LM test to detect autocorrelation, as well as tests
for heteroscedasticity and normality of residuals.
The model’s statistical soundness ensures that
the findings are reliable for interpreting macro-
financial interactions in the Nigerian context.

Research results and Discussion. This
section provides a detailed empirical assessment
of the relationship between macroeconomic
variables and the Nigerian financial market
performance. The analysis follows a structured
econometric procedure that begins with
preliminary statistical diagnostics, followed
by model estimation and interpretation of both
short-run and long-run dynamics.
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Using monthly data spanning over a decade
(2013-2024), the study explores how fluctuations
in the exchange rate, along with inflation and
interest rates, shape the trajectory of the NSE
30 Index. The Autoregressive Distributed Lag
(ARDL) framework was selected due to its
flexibility in handling variables with different
integration orders and its ability to capture
dynamic interactions over time.

The subsections that follow present the
results sequentially—starting with unit root
testing to assess the stationarity of the series,
followed by cointegration analysis, estimation
of model coefficients, diagnostic evaluations,
and a graphical overview of variable behavior.
The results are contextualized with reference to
theoretical models and compared with findings
from previous empirical literature.

1. Stationarity and Model Specification

In the given equation, the following notations
and terms are defined as:

c - the intercept term, or constant;

A - represents the first differences of the
variables, indicating changes in the variables
from one period to another;

k - the number of explanatory variables;

P - the lag period for the dependent variable;

ql, g2, ..., qgkq - the lag periods for the
explanatory variables x1, x2, ..., xk respectively;

B1i, B2, B3, ..., Pk - ccoefficients representing
the short-term relationship between the
dependent and explanatory variables;

al, 02, ..., ak - ccoefficients representing the
long-term relationship between the dependent
and explanatory variables;

et - the error term, capturing random
disturbances in the model.
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Prior to estimating the ARDL model, it is
essential to determine the order of integration
of each time series to ensure the validity of the
approach. The ARDL bounds testing procedure
requires that none of the variables be integrated
of order two, I(2), to avoid spurious regression
results.

To assess the time-series properties of the
variables, the Augmented Dickey-Fuller (ADF)
unit root test was applied to the exchange rate,
inflation rate, interest rate, and NSE 30 Index.

The results presented in Table 1 indicate
that all variables—exchange rate (NGN/USD),
interest rate, inflation, and the NSE 30 Index—
are non-stationary in their level form but become
stationary after first differencing. This confirms
that the series are integrated of order one, I(1),
thus meeting the conditions for applying the
ARDL model. Given this integration order,
the study proceeds with the ARDL framework
to explore both the short-run dynamics and
long-run equilibrium relationships among the
macroeconomic variables.

2. Cointegration Test

Having confirmed that all variables are
integrated of order one [I(1)], meaning that
they are non-stationary at level but become
stationary after first differencing, the next step is
to test for the existence of a long-run equilibrium
relationship among the variables using the ARDL
bounds testing approach developed by Pesaran
et al. (2001). This integration order satisfies the
preconditions for applying the ARDL model,
which requires that none of the variables be
integrated of order two [1(2)] .

The results of the bounds test presented
in Table 2 show that the computed F-statistic
(3.97) exceeds the upper critical bound at the 5%
significance level. This leads to the rejection of the
null hypothesis of no cointegration, confirming
the existence of a stable long-run relationship
between the exchange rate, interest rate, inflation
rate, and the NSE 30 Index. Accordingly, the
ARDL model can be validly applied to estimate
both the long-run coefficients and the short-run
dynamics of the macroeconomic variables.

The ARDL model was estimated to use
EViews 10. According to the Akaike Informa-
tion Criterion (AIC), the best-fitting model was
identified as ARDL (4, 0, 0, 0). This specification
includes four lags of the dependent variable (IN-
DEX), while all independent variables exchange
rate, inflation, and interest rate are included in
their contemporaneous form. This lag structure
is appropriate for capturing the short-term adjust-
ments in the stock market index while ensuring
model parsimony and avoiding overfitting.

3. Estimation of the Long-Run Relation-
ship

Following the confirmation of cointegration
among the variables, the long-run coefficients
were estimated using the ARDL (4,0,0,0) model.
The results, as presented in Table 3, indicate
that the exchange rate coefficient is negative
and statistically significant at the 1% level.
This implies that a depreciation of the Naira—
reflected in an increase in the exchange rate—
leads to a decline in stock market performance.
This finding supports the theoretical expectation

that currency depreciation raises the cost of
imports, fuels macroeconomic uncertainty, and
reduces investor confidence.

Additionally, the interest rate is also
negatively signed and statistically significant at
the 5% level. This result suggests that higher
interest rates increase the cost of capital,
discourage investment activity, and ultimately
reduce stock market returns. These outcomes
align with the conventional view that tight
monetary policy exerts contractionary pressure
on capital markets.

In contrast, the inflation rate was found
to be statistically insignificant in the long-run
relationship. This may reflect the adaptive nature
of inflation expectations in Nigeria or the ability
of financial markets to absorb moderate inflation
without significantly affecting asset prices.
Alternatively, it could indicate that structural and
supply-side factors play a more dominant role in
driving inflation than monetary shocks.

4.Estimation of Short-Run Dynamics

The empirical findings from the ARDL
(4,0,0,0) model confirm a statistically significant
and negative relationship between the Naira/USD
exchange rate and the Nigerian Stock Exchange
(NSE 30 Index) in both the short and long run.
This inverse association aligns with theoretical
expectations derived from the purchasing power
parity (PPP) and balance of payments (BOP)
frameworks, which posit that exchange rate
volatility undermines macroeconomic stability,
reduces investor confidence, and erodes the real
value of financial assets.

In the short run, as presented in Table 4,
fluctuations in the exchange rate continue

to exert a detrimental effect on stock market
performance. The depreciation of the Naira
adversely affects investor sentiment and
triggers capital flight, leading to an immediate
contraction in the NSE 30 Index. Moreover, the
error correction term (ECT-1) is correctly signed
(negative) and statistically significant at the 1%
level, with an estimated coefficient of —0.44.
This implies that approximately 44% of the
deviation from long-run equilibrium is corrected
within one month, confirming the presence of a
moderate yet effective adjustment mechanism.
The significance and magnitude of the ECT
reinforce the stability and validity of the long-
run cointegration relationship among the model
variables.

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5.Model Diagnostic Tests

After estimating the short- and long-run
coefficients, a series of diagnostic tests were
conducted to validate the reliability and stability
of the ARDL(4,0,0,0) model. The results,
presented in Table 5, confirm that the model
is free from key econometric issues that could
undermine its validity.

Specifically, the Breusch-Godfrey LM test
for serial correlation yields a p-value greater than
0.05, indicating no significant autocorrelation
in the residuals. Likewise, the ARCH test
returns a non-significant result, confirming the
homoscedasticity of the residuals and ruling out
heteroscedasticity.

In addition, the Jarque-Bera test for
normality produces a p-value above the 5%
threshold, suggesting that the residuals follow
an approximately normal distribution. Taken
together, these diagnostic checks affirm that
the ARDL model is statistically sound, well-
specified, and suitable for inference and policy
interpretation.

6.Graphical Analysis

To complement the quantitative results
and illustrate the temporal behavior of the key
macroeconomic variables, a series of time-
series plots are provided in Figures 1 through 4.
These figures visually demonstrate the trends,
volatility, and interactions of the exchange rate,
inflation, interest rate, and the Nigerian Stock
Exchange (NSE 30 Index) throughout the study
period (2013-2024).

Nigerian Naira Conversion rate (NGN):

From figure 1 (refer to the appendix), it is
evident that since 2013, Nigeria has faced a
series of economic challenges affecting the
currency conversion rate of the Nigerian Naira
(NGN). These challenges include the decline
in oil prices, which serve as the main source of

revenue, as well as inflation issues and political
instability. Consequently, the study period is
divided into five phases as follows:

From 2013 to 2015, during this period, the
currency conversion rate remained relatively
stable, but began to decline due to falling oil
prices. The government took steps to support
the Naira through market interventions, which
helped stabilize the currency conversion rate.

From 2016 to 2017, the Naira experienced
a sharp depreciation against the dollar, with
the currency conversion rate increasing from
278.02 NGN/USD to 409.51 NGN/USD. This
devaluation led to economic deterioration and
rising inflation. In June 2016, the government
announced an adjustment in the currency
conversion rate policy, resulting in an official
devaluation of the Naira. Declining oil prices
prompted the central bank to intervene to keep
the currency conversion rate close to 200 NGN/
USD. However, this intervention reduced foreign
reserves, causing the Naira to lose about 30% of
its value.

From 2018 to 2019, following the
reforms, the Naira saw slight improvements,
but challenges such as persistent inflation and
volatile oil prices continued to affect its stability.
A modest increase in foreign reserves helped
support the currency conversion rate.

From 2020 to 2021, The economy was
adversely affected by the COVID-19 epidemic,
increasing pressure on the currency conversion
rate. The decline in oil revenues further weakened
the Naira.

From 2022 to 2024, this period experienced
relative stability despite ongoing pressures.
Some economic indicators began to show
improvement, but the currency conversion rate
remained susceptible to structural challenges
within the economy.

1. NSE Index

Figure 1 shows that the curve fluctuates
continuously throughout the study period. We
observed that in April 2016, the index's value
dropped significantly, which corresponded with
the rise in the currency conversion rate. This
suggests an initial inverse relationship between
the currency conversion rate and the index.

Between 2013 and 2015, the Nigerian
Stock Exchange (NSE) index performed well,
benefiting from increased foreign investments
and economic growth driven by rising oil prices.
However, starting in 2016, declining oil prices
negatively impacted government revenues and
investments. Additionally, the devaluation of the
Naira increased pressures on listed companies,
leading to a decline in the index.

Until 2018, improved oil prices and relative
stability in monetary policy contributed to the
recovery of the NSE index and boosted invest-
ments, resulting in a rise in the index.

In 2020, the pandemic had a substantial im-
pact on financial markets, causing a sharp decline
in the index due to concerns over the pandemic's
effects. However, the government and the Cen-
tral bank took measures to stimulate the econo-
my, helping the market gradually recover.

From 2022 to 2024, the market showed
gradual improvement with increasing economic
activity and a return of investor confidence, de-
spite ongoing challenges such as high inflation
and rising interest rates, which affected the per-
formance and profitability of companies.

2. Inflation Rate

From figure 2, it is evident that Nigeria ex-
perienced significant fluctuations in the inflation
rate, influenced by various factors such as oil
prices, monetary policies, and internal and exter-
nal economic shocks, ongoing structural issues
within the economy.

From 2013 to 2015, the inflation rate was
relatively stable, as effective monetary policies
managed to control price increases. The stabili-
ty of oil prices contributed to steady government
revenues, which helped mitigate inflationary
pressures.

From 2016 to 2017, the inflation rate began
to rise significantly, surpassing 18% in 2016.
This increase was driven by declining oil prices,
the devaluation of the Naira, and rising produc-
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tion costs, which led to higher prices for goods
and services.

From 2018 to 2019, the inflation rate grad-
ually declined to around 11% in 2019. This re-
duction was attributed to improved oil prices and
Conversion rate stability, which helped alleviate
inflationary pressures. However, inflation persist-
ed due to structural factors within the economy.

From 2020 to 2021, the COVID-19 pandem-
ic had a substantial impact on the economy, caus-
ing inflation to rise to elevated levels, exceeding
18% in 2021. This increase was due to rising
costs of food and essential goods, driven by sup-
ply chain disruptions and increased demand for
essential commodities.

From 2022 to 2024, the inflation rate con-
tinued to rise, reaching unprecedented levels, ex-
ceeding 22% in 2023. This surge was the result
of rising energy prices, increased transportation
costs, and ongoing structural issues within the
economy.

3. Interest Rates

From the above figure 4, we observe that
interest rates remained stable in 2013, as the
government and the Central bank implemented
balanced monetary policies to support economic
growth and price stability. By 2014, interest rates
declined due to the government’s currency deval-
uation policy, which involved a 10% devaluation
of the Naira in response to the global oil crisis.
As a major oil exporter (90% of its exports), Ni-
geria faced declining foreign reserves, which fell
to $37.17 billion, a decrease of 5.1%.

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In 2016, the Naira further depreciated,
prompting the central bank to raise interest rates.
The interest rate was increased to 14% to combat
rising inflation. Although this increase helped
reduce inflationary pressures, it negatively
impacted borrowing and investment activities.

With the onset of COVID-19, the Central
bank decided to lower interest rates again in 2020
to 11.5% to support the struggling economy. The
lower interest rates encouraged borrowing and
increased market liquidity.

By 2022, interest rates had risen significantly,
reaching 14% to address the high inflation rate,
which had exceeded 22%. This increase in interest
rates was a response to growing inflationary
pressures and aimed to stabilize the economy.

Testing Optimal Lag Lengths

The optimal lag lengths for the variables
are determined using the Akaike Information
Criterion (AIC). Based on figure 4, the appropriate
model is ARDL (4, 0, 0, 0), indicating that the
dependent variable has four lag periods, while
the other variables (Conversion rate, inflation,
and interest rates) have no lags. Thus, the study
model can be formulated as follows:

The empirical findings of the ARDL model
reveal a statistically significant and negative
relationship between the Naira/USD exchange
rate and the Nigerian Stock Exchange (NSE
30 Index), both in the short and long term.
This inverse relationship is consistent with
theoretical expectations rooted in the purchasing
power parity (PPP) and balance of payments
(BOP) frameworks. In particular, exchange rate
volatility tends to undermine macroeconomic
stability, reduce investor confidence, and erode
the real value of financial assets.
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In the short run, the depreciation of the Naira
leads to immediate declines in equity prices,
driven by increased uncertainty, speculative
pressures, and reduced foreign investment
inflows. This short-term reaction reflects the
fragile nature of investor sentiment in emerging
markets and mirrors similar findings in the
literature across comparable economies.

The long-run analysis also highlights the
negative impact of interest rates on stock
market performance. Elevated interest rates
raise the cost of capital, discourage borrowing,
and reduce corporate profitability, thereby
exerting downward pressure on equity values.
These results reaffirm established monetary
transmission mechanisms and align with
prior empirical evidence using both linear and
volatility-adjusted models.

Interestingly, the inflation rate was found
to be statistically insignificant in both the
short and long term. While this may appear
counterintuitive, it reflects the structural
characteristics of the Nigerian economy,
where inflation is driven more by supply-side
constraints—such as infrastructure bottlenecks
and policy inefficiencies — than by traditional
demand-side monetary dynamics. This finding
supports the view that inflation in Nigeria
often operates independently of capital market
performance, especially under conditions of
regulatory intervention and fiscal distortions.

From a comparative perspective, these results
correspond with patterns observed in other
African markets. For example, similar long-run
sensitivities to exchange rate movements have
been documented in Zambia and South Africa,
although the magnitude and duration of the
effects vary based on market depth, investor base,
and regulatory resilience. Notably, some studies
using quantile-based techniques have shown
that exchange rate impacts are more pronounced
under bearish market conditions—an insight that
resonates with the short-term volatility effects
captured in this study.

Finally, the robustness of the model is
confirmed by diagnostic tests, including the
Augmented Dickey-Fuller test for stationarity,
the Breusch-Godfrey serial correlation test, and
the ARDL Bounds Test. The error correction
term (ECT) is correctly signed (negative)
and statistically significant, indicating a
dynamic and effective adjustment mechanism.
Approximately 44% of any short-run
disequilibrium is corrected within one period,
affirming the model's validity and the stability
of the cointegration relationship.
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Overall, theseresults provide strong empirical
support for the hypothesis that exchange rate
instability and monetary tightening adversely
affect capital market performance in Nigeria.
The findings contribute to the broader literature
on financial market vulnerability in resource-
dependent economies and offer valuable
guidance for monetary and exchange rate policy
formulation.

Conclusions. This study has empirically
examined the macro-financial relationship
between exchange rate fluctuations and stock
market performance in Nigeria using monthly
data from 2013 to 2024. The ARDL model
confirmed that depreciation of the Nigerian Naira
against the US Dollar significantly undermines
the NSE 30 Index, both in the short run and the
long run. These findings align with monetary
theories such as Purchasing Power Parity (PPP)
and the Balance of Payments (BOP) framework,
suggesting that exchange rate instability erodes
investor confidence and capital market efficiency.

While interest rates were found to negatively
affect equity performance in the long term,
inflation exhibited no statistically significant
impact—reflecting  structural  inflationary
dynamics in the Nigerian economy that are often
disconnected from monetary levers.

Given the sensitivity of financial markets
to currency movements, the following policy
recommendations are proposed: Stabilize the
exchange rate through targeted interventions,
enhanced foreign reserve buffers, and
transparent currency management frameworks;
Promote  macroeconomic  diversification,
reducing reliance on oil exports by expanding
the productive base into agriculture,
manufacturing, and services; Adopt an inflation-
targeting approach that balances interest
rate policy with growth-friendly objectives,
ensuring that investment and credit flows are
not unduly restricted; Enhance regulatory
oversight and investor protection, particularly
through improved disclosure practices and
the development of hedging instruments (e.g.,
currency futures).; Support market depth
through financial infrastructure development,
including digital trading platforms and capital
market literacy programs.

For future research, it is recommended
to explore asymmetric responses using
advanced non-linear models such as NARDL,
QARDL, or EGARCH. Moreover, sector-level
disaggregation may reveal important industry-
specific vulnerabilities to macroeconomic
shocks.

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Financial stability of communities as the basis
for the development of strong territories social in-
frastructure

GolovashenkoYu.

The article considers the impact of the financial
stability of territorial communities on ensuring the
stable functioning and development of social infra-
structure in rural areas. The purpose of the study is to
analyze the financial stability of territorial communi-
ties and determine its impact on the development of
social infrastructure facilities in rural areas and devel-
op proposals for improving the financial provision of
the social sphere.

The concept of communities financial stability is
generalized and the factors of the external and inter-
nal environment that influence it are highlighted. It
is argued that the financial stability of communities
should be considered in terms of the ability to influ-
ence the development of social infrastructure in set-
tlements, on the basis of which the development and
modernization of social infrastructure facilities and
the improvement of life quality of rural areas resi-
dents are achieved.

It was found that 495 TCs of the country (or
34.4% of their total number) have a high level of
financial stability, 314 TCs (21.8%) - optimal, 200
(13.9%) - satisfactory, 247 (17.2%) - low, and 182
TCs (12.6%) - critical level of stability. It was cal-
culated that 38% of TCs with high financial stability
did not experience military operations, and 21% of
communities experienced them.

Communities with critical financial stability were
identified, 35% of communities from regions located

in the zone of military operations. It was found that
the process of financial provision is difficult in the
Zakarpattia region, where 69% of communities are
in the group with unsatisfactory and critical financial
stability, in Chernivtsi region there are 61.5% of such
TCs, in Ivano-Frankivsk - 51.6%, in Ternopil - 40%,
and in Volyn - 37%, which is evidence of the unsatis-
factory work of local government bodies. It is prov-
en that the majority of TCs have adapted to modern
conditions and mostly have the financial capacity to
finance expenses for community development, sup-
port for the Armed Forces of Ukraine, community
defense measures, support for IDPs and overcoming
the consequences of the armed aggression of the Rus-
sian Federation. It is calculated that high values of
expenses for culture, physical education and sports
per capita in 2023 communities of Poltava region
spent UAH 669, Kyiv region spent UAH 546, Sumy
region spent UAH 564 and Kirovohrad region spent
UAH 539, which limits the development of social in-
frastructure of these territories. However, in partial-
ly occupied regions, expenditures under this article
were the lowest, which is quite logical, since ensuring
the full functioning of communities there is practical-
ly impossible.

It is proven that the highest expenditures on cul-
ture, physical education and sports per 1 inhabitant,
namely UAH 1320, were noted by TCs of the seventh
group, which also provided high expenditures on the
maintenance of the management apparatus per 1 in-
habitant - UAH 3159, which indicates the motivation
of the effectiveness of local self-government bodies.
At the same time, the first and second groups of TCs
provided in 2023 payments for culture, physical ed-
ucation and sports per inhabitant only in the amount
of 45 and 161 UAH, respectively, which is 3.4 and
12.2% of the similar indicator of the first group of
communities. Thus, in problem communities, the
social infrastructure is in a critical state, there are
no possibilities for its full functioning and renewal,
which requires the use of anti-crisis management
tools by such TCs and involves the introduction of
effective state and regional support.

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Digital content strategies in marketing activi-
ties of enterprises

The article examines the importance of digital
content strategies in the modern marketing system of
enterprises in the conditions of dynamic development
of the online environment. The relevance of the topic
is due to the need to adapt business to new digital
realities, intensify interaction with consumers and in-
crease the role of content as a tool for forming a brand
value proposition. The aim of the article is to identify
effective digital content strategies used by enterprises
to improve communication and attract the target audi-
ence to the development of brand identity.

The work uses general scientific research meth-
ods: theoretical generalization, system analysis, mod-
eling and comparison. The main types of content
strategies are identified: informational, emotional,
marketing, branding, interactive, SEO-oriented and
a strategy based on user-generated content (UGC).
Each strategy is characterized in terms of its purpose,
goals, implementation tools and expected impact on
the consumer.

Special attention is paid to the stages of devel-
oping a digital content strategy, including: analysis
of business goals and audience, audit of existing
content, selection of communication formats and
channels, formation of a content plan, creation and
distribution of content, monitoring of effectiveness.

The proposed structural model is a component of a
modern marketing system that enables enterprises to
systematically manage digital marketing communica-
tions in order to increase brand awareness, effectively
attract target audiences, and increase consumer trust
in food brands.

The practical part of the study is devoted to
the analysis of content strategies of confectionery
manufacturers in the Kyiv region. The dominance
of template forms of communication, low level of
content personalization and insufficient use of in-
teractive formats were revealed. Proposals were
developed to improve strategies focused on visual
recognition, attracting consumers through social
platforms and increasing the emotional component
of digital content. To improve visual recognition
and emotional engagement in digital strategies, a
company needs to invest in training marketing and
design staff, create a holistic brand identity, analyze
target audience behavior, actively use storytelling,
create high-quality visual content adapted to social
networks, and implement analytics to assess content
effectiveness.

The results of the study may be useful for mar-
keters, digital communications specialists, as well as
scientists studying digital strategies in the context of
branding and consumer behavior.
